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would bave retained the vote in its present
shape.

Mr. LEFTJRGEY. The right bon, gentle-
man bas flot entirely given up tbe idea of
trying to obtain a better'service ?

The MINISTER 0F" TRADE AND COM-
MERCE. No ; but for the present year I do
not propose to deprive the island of the
$5,000 ;I propose to apply it for its benefit
in another service, wbicb will be brought
down in tbe supplementary estimates.

Mr. LEFURGEY. Would the right bon.
gentleman state what service tbat will be ?

Tbe MINISTER 0F TRADE AND COM-
MERCE. Tbe service for wbicb tbe bal-
ance will be appropriated will be betýween
Prince Edward Island, Sydney and New-
foundland.

Mr. LEFUILGEY. Has tbe right bori. min-
ister any steamer to undertake that ser-
vice ?

Tbe MINIST-ER 0F TRADE AND COM-
MERCE. We are endeavouring to arrange
for tbat at tbe present moment.

Mr. LEFURGEY. Does tbe right bon.
minister know wben tbe first trip wlll be
made to the old, country ?

Tbe MINISTER 0F TRADE AND COM-
MERCE. We expect lu October and that
trips will also be made iu Novemiber and
December ns may bc found most convenient
for. the trade of tUe island.

Mr. BORDEN (Halifax). In wbat way is
the $5,000 tbat is to, be appropriated for
some other service to bo expeuded ?

The MINISTER 0F TRADE ANI) COM-
MERCE. In providing a service between
Prince Edwnrd Island, Sydney nnd New-
foundland.

Mr. BORDEN (Halifax). Is there nny
steamer on that route at present or is onie
to be provided ?

The MINISTER 0F TRADE AND COM.%-
MERCE. One [s to be provided.

Mr. LEFURGEY. What steamer do yon
propose to get for the service between Pie
Edwnrd Island, Sydney and Newfoundland?

The MINISTER 0F TRADE AND COM-
M ERCE. We are negotiating for, tbat, but
we bave flot settled the matter yet.

Direict fortnightffy steamn service between
Montreal, Qnebec and Manchester, England,
during the summer season. and between St.
John. Haifax and Manchester during the win..
ter season. $35.000.

Mr. BORDEN (Halifax). Wbat Ilin re-
ceivos this subsidy ?

Tbe MINISTER 0F TRADE AND CO-
MERCE. Tbe Manchester Lino. Tbe sbips
are known as the Manchester Line w-itb var-
lous addenda, sncb as 'Manchester 'Liner,'
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'Manchester' Trader,' ' Manchester Com-
merce' and jiames of that k-ind. The bion.
gentleman, I suppose, is awvare, that th(-
reason wby we have been induced to take
tbis Up 15 that the corporation of M-Naii-
chester bas constructed a sbip canal ieading
directly to the city of Manchester wbicb is
the centre, perhaps, of the very largest con-
suming population in Engiand and wve bave
deemed it expedient to endeavour to pro-
mote trade witb Manchester. A very con-
siderable trade bas been developed, it is
lncreasing and is likely to increase. The
subsidy was forinerly $38,000 and it bas
been reduced to $35,000.

Mr. BORDEN (Halifax). Are thiese boats
supplied with. cold storage or cooled cbacîîi-
bers ?

The MINISTER 0F 'TIADE AND' COM-
MERCE. Most of tim are supplied with
cold storage, but not ail. I may also men-
tion tbat these people bave considerabiy
exceeded their contract. Tbey bave given
us more voyages tban tbe contract calied
for. I tbinc tbe chances are that the trade
wvlll not merely develop in a way that will
inake it a valuable trade for us, but if 1
am correctly advîsed tbe population around
Mancbester Is so densed tbat witbin a cir-
cuit of between tbree and four miles there
[s now stated to be a population of nearly
8,000,000 people, almost ail of wbom are
consumers and flot producers of food stuifs;
so tbat, if we can establish a trade pro-
portionate to tbe consumption n-e will do
very well.

Mr. BORDEN (Halifax). Is there any
stipulation la the contract requiring the ves-
sels or any number of them to be supplied
wîtb cold storage ?

The MINISTER 0F TRADE AND COM-
MERCE. Most of tbemn are. The corpora-
tion of 'Mancbester, wbo, I understand, are
largely concerned la these vessels bave, as
perbaps the bon. gentleman knows, ware-
bouses especially adapted to the reception
of food products la wbicli everytbing can
be placed immediately on arrivai. M-%y de-
puty tells me tbat be believes that ail but
two are supplied -witb the requisite cold
storage accommodation.
