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ar n ft speaking for them, but I think the
minister might have had the f airness to ad-
mit when hie was speaking on the matter that
this statement was signed by the companies
putting it out.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Does it con-
tain the name of any responsible Officer of
any of the companies, the president or sec-
retary?

Mr. MANION: I do nlot think any coma-
pany would require to have their secretary's
naine there in addition to the names of the
companies. I can read the names of the
companies who are responsible for this state-
ment. They are as follows:

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Who signed for
the Robert Reford Company?

Mr. MANION: It is signed "The Robert
Reford Co., Ltd.".

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Who signed for
that company?

Mr. MANION: It is signed by the coin-
pa.ny itself. Does the Prime Minister mean
to suggest that these companies who have
put their namnes to this statement would deny
that they are the authors of it?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: My hon. friend
would not take as a contract the signature of
a firm without the naine of some officer of
that firm.

Mrt. MANION: Nor would you take as a
contract a resolution in printed forin before
the House. As a matter of fact, the very
weakness of the hion. gentleman's argument is
this: The Minister of Agriculture, when he
was making these charges about statements
and letters being unsigne4, spoke of the
Preston report. I glanced at it while lie was
speaking, and on page after page I find that
Mr. Preston quotes statemente by correspon-
dents.who sa.y Vhs, that and the otlier thing,
and lie does nlot even mention who they are.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: Does lie not sign
the report?

Mr. MANION: Yes, but lie bases lis report
on the statements of fia one that we know.
For example, hie bas a memorandum on the
expert of sole leather, and simply introduces
it with the statement that "the largest sole
leather tanners in the British Empire explain"
sucli and such a thing; but lie does not say
Who that is, and there is no signature.

Mr. IIAMMELL: I will tell the lion. miera-
ber who that is if lie wants to know.

Mr. MANION: That is nlot the point. My
hion. friend may tell me alI kinds of things.
Hie will have a chance to speak later on. I amn
simply quoting Mr. Preston's report to show
that lie does not quote any authority by name
for lis statements.

Mr. HAMMELL: Everyone in Ontario
knows who that is.

Mr. MANION: Everyone in Ontario does
nlot know, because I arn in Ontario myself
and I do not know.

Mr. HAMMELL: You do noV know any-
thing about the leather business.

Mr. MANION: I hope my hon. friend has
more knowledge about that business than lie
shows in discussing many other subjects. Mr.
Preston goes on and gives a quotation froin
"Another factory seriously affected." Ail lie
gives in that case is "A prominent manufac-
turer of agricultural implements"; but lie does
net say Who that is. On the fctllowing page I
find Vhs: "From other sources the following
complaints are made"; but there again fia
nerne is given, and there is no signature or
anything to show where lie got the informa-
tion froin. Again, "A very large manufactur-
ing company in Toronto" writes and tells hlma
somethîng; but lie does nlot say who it is.
Again "The cliairman of an Ontario city cham-
ber of commerce" writes; but he does not say
what city or what dhamber of commerce that
is. There is page after page of that sort of
thing. So Vhe Minister of Agriculture, in
accusing some of aur party of using statements
which were unsigned, overlooked the fact that
liE was supporting a contract that was based
upon a lot of statements that were not signed
by the companies that gave tliem ta Mr.
Preston. I do not wisb te waste any more
time on the minister's speech because Vlirough-
out the whole of hie remarks I do not think
lie put up an argument either for or against
the contract; lie simpîy wasted the time of
Vhe House for about an hour and a lialf.
