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BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE
Mr. Chevrier: May I ask the house leader 

what is the business for tomorrow?
Mr. Green: Tomorrow we shall have a sup­

ply motion and then the resolution which is 
No. 147 on today’s order paper with respect 
to a measure to establish a system of guar­
anteed prices for certain agricultural com­
modities, followed by the amendments to 
the Excise Tax Act and the Income Tax Act. 
When we get through with those, we will 
take the bill which is No. 136 on today’s order 
paper dealing with the Canadian and British 
Insurance Companies Act and then the resolu­
tion on Beechwood.

Mr. Chevrier: I commend the leader for 
his optimism. Is he in a position to say 
what will take place on Wednesday?

Mr. Green: I think we will be continuing 
in that order on Wednesday.

Mr. Chevrier: May I ask an additional 
question, Mr. Speaker. In view of the 
remarks made by the hon. member for 
Portneuf (Mr. Gauthier) can the leader give 
us assurance that we will not sit on the 
day before and the day after New Year’s?

Mr. Green: I cannot give any such assur­
ance, Mr. Speaker.

the benefits of the housing to which they are 
entitled and of which the people of Canada 
can be proud, but also an employment situa­
tion which will provide full-scale employ­
ment for every employable person in our 
dominion.
