The conclusion was based
on information provided by the representative on the
Land Use Advisory Committee from the Canadian Wild-
life Service and his information was founded on the
research and cumulative expertise of several researchers
in the Canadian Wildlife Service who have many years of
f ield experience studying caribou and muskoxen.
