Mr. Sharp: -before a committee of the House. I can
certainly undertake on his behaif that when we resume,
after what I hope will be an Easter break beginning this
evening, he will be ready to deal with the very serious
questions that have been raised. In saying this, I do flot
say this is flot a serious matter; it is, and I agree with the
hon. gentleman and can understand why he raised it on
this occasion, but I can assure him that we take it serious-
ly and that the Solicitor General will deal with it at an
appropriate time.

Mr. Speaker: Is it the pleasure of the House to adopt the
said motion?

Sorne hon. Members: Agreed.
