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And the resuit of the vote having been announced:

Mr. Baker (Grenville-Carleton): Mr. Speaker, I think
that inadvertently I was courited twice. I do flot want to
overdo my welcome among my colleagues. 1 think that I
was counted twice because 1 shifted from my seat. The
f irst vote only should be counted.

Mr'. Speaker: Order, please. To answer the point raised
by the hon. member for Grenville-Carleton (Mr. Baker), I
amn sure it will be quite easy to verif y, by checking the
record, whether or flot a vote or two was accidentally cast
on my lef t. We can certainly check that. Because of the

figures announced it is obvious, in any event, that no
inaccurate resuit has been recorded or intended, I arn sure.
Accordingly, we can check the record and make sure that
Hansard accurately reflects the votes cast.

Mr'. Prud'hommre: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of order.

Mr'. Speaker: The hon. member for Saint-Denis on a
point of order.

Mr. Prud'homnme: Mr. Speaker, I would like to raise a
point of order, since it is our right ta do so. We should
make sure that the hon. member who has just said how he
voted is really the only one who has voted in this way. But,
unless I arn mistaken, it seems to me there are many hon.
members in the same situation and I would like them to
tell the House how they voted in the division we have just
taken.

Mr'. Mazankowski: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of

order, in response ta the hon. member's remarks. I think
that yau, Mr. Speaker, explained the position clearly. I
think the record will signify how my vote was cast, and rny
first vote is the right one.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr. Speaker,
while you are dealing with that point of order, will you tell

the House what you intend ta do about the hon. member
for Mississauga (Mr. Abbott) who walked out in the
middle of the taking of the vote on the amendment ta
motion No. 7?

Mr'. Speaker: Order, please. I was hoping that neither
matter would be brought ta the attention of the House. The
fact is that it appears that a number of members ta my lef t
have voted twice. I hope the House will agree that, if after
verificatibn it is shown that some hon. members voted a
second time, they did sa inadvertently, as they explained
ta the House. It is their first vote of the twa which, I take
it, shall apply. That does not in any way change the resuit.

With respect ta the point of order involving the hon.
member for Mississauga (Mr. Abbott), his action clearly
cantravened a custom and rule of the House, namely, one

which sys that no hon. member shall rise or move about
during the taking of a vote. It is abundantly clear that
during the taking of the vote on the amendment ta motion
No. 7 the hon. member for Mississauga rase while the yea
votes were being counted. H1e resumed his seat during the
taking of the votes against the amendment, then rase and
lef t the Chamber. His actions clearly cantravene the rules.
Again, and fortunately for the House, that daes nat in any
way interfere with the resuits of the vote and, for the
moment, perhaps the best thing would be for the Chair ta
take under advisement the question as ta whether any
action aught ta be taken in respect of the actions of the
hon. member.
