ANNOUNCEMENT 0F INITIAL PRICES FOR 1981-82 CROP YEAR-
MOTION UN DER S.0. 43

Mr. Charles Mayer (Portage-Marquette): Madam Speaker,
since 1971 it has been the policy of the Canadian government
to announce Wheat Board initial prices prior to seeding. This
year Senator Hazen Argue, minister responsible for the
Canadian Wheat Board, stated that there would not be an
announcement of initial prices until seeding was completed.
Seeding is now complete, and 1 therefore move under the
provisions of Standing Order 43, by the bon. member for Bow
River (Mr. Taylor):

That this House instruct the government to announce immediatcly the Wbeat
Board initial prices for the 1981-82 crop year so that grain producers may be in
a better position to plan their financial affairs for the remainder of the 1981
growing scason.
