FULL INDEXATION 0F FAMILY ALL0WANCE

ment's partial deindexation of family allowances. They ask
that these allowances be fully indexed ta the cost of living.
They point out that 16.2 per cent of families in New Bruns-
wick live belaw the Iow-income cut-off line and that ail Iow
and middle-income families will be bard bit by this deindexa-
tion. As in duty-bound your petitioners wilI ever pray that this
Government wilI corne to its senses.

FULL INDEXATION 0F FAMILY ALLOWANCE AND REPEAL OF
TAX INCREASES

bonour and duty to present two series of petitions from a group
of senior citizens in Prince Albert, as well as people from
Dartmouth, Windsor, Halifax and Liverpool, Nova Scotia.
Both petitions caîl upon tbe House to reinstate full indexation
of universal family allowances and rescind unfair tax
increases.

The other series of petitions corne frorn Downsview, Ontario,
as welI as frorn New Brunswick, mostly frorn Fredericton.
They caîl upon the House of Commons to restore full indexa-
tion of family allowances and cbild tax credits. They suggest
that $55 million wilI be taken from family benefits by 1987.
