CANADA PENSION PLAN BILL
MESSAGE FROM COMMONS PROPOSING

APPOINTMENT 0F JOINT COMMITTEE
The Hon. the Speaker: Honourable sena-

tors, I have the honour to informn the Senate
that the following message has been received
from the House of Commons:

Resolved: That a joint committee of
the Senate and House of Commons be
appointed to consider Bill C-136, to estab-
lish a comprehensive program of old age
pensions and supplementary benefits ixn
Canada payable to and in respect of con-
tributors;

That twenty-four members of the
House of Commons, to be designated by
the House at a later date, be members
of the joint committee, and that Stand-
ing Order 67(l) of the House of Com-
mons be suspended in relation thereto;

That the said committee have power to
cali for persons, papers and records and
examine witnesses; and to report from
time to turne and print such papers and
evidence from day to day as may be
ordered by the committee and that Stand-
ing Order 66 be suspended in relation
thereto; and

Ordered: That a Message be sent to
the Senate requesting that House to unite
with this House for the above purpose,
and to select, if the Senate deems it
advisable, some of its members to act
on the proposed joint committee.
