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thirty days from the date of service upon 
the respondent, and must in the notice to 
the Clerk of the Senate give:—

(a) The respondent’s residence at the 
time of sending such notice.

(b) A Post Office address in Canada at 
which letters and notices for the 
respondent may be delivered.
