A few months ago
the Russians were at the Carpathian
passes, and during the spring months
there were confident predictions both
in England and France that Hungary .
would soon be overrun. The British
press has been optimistic for weeks
that the Russians would turn and make *
a stand, but it now concedes that the
new invasion of Russia is serious.
