TO MUZZLE THE BRITISH PRESS.

A Bill Passes the House of Lords Giying
Extra Powers to Judges.

New York, March 22.—Special Lon-
don cables say: England’s boasted
freedom of the press received a severe
blow in the House of Lords yesterday
when a bill giving power to judges to
forbid the publication of such evidence
as is considered indecent passed the
second reading by a vote of 48 to 21,
in a House having a membership of
more than 500. This dangerous bill was
fitly characterized by Lord Chief Jus-
tice Russell, who spoke against it. Any
person, he said, publishing matter
wwhich, in the opinion of a jury, was
fndecent, was now subject to the crim-
inal law, and there was no reason why
that law should not be enforced against
any offending newspaper. The bill,
however, ingroduced a new and dan-

erous principle and attempted to in-

roduce a censorship of the press. The
pudge was to pick out from the evi-
dence openly given the part that was
not to be published and any man who
published it was to be punished with-
out the safeguard of a jury and also
practically without any appeal,  the
punishment for contempt of court be-
ing a fine or imprisonment at the in-
dividual discretioh of the judge. The
bill, moreover, would, he believed, he
fneffectual and unworkable, while

THE 1., G. AND B. OPENs

But it Took the Toronto Train Three Days
to Reach Owen Sound.

Owen  Sound, March 22.—(Special.)—
The heaviest snowstorm of the season
passed over this northern section on
Thursday last, completely cutting off
all railway connections from the south.
No traing have reached here either on
the G.T.R. or C.P.R. since Thursday
morning until this afternoon, when a
snow plough, with engines and a small
army of shovellers, ' pushed its way
through on the C.P.R., and was fol-
lowed at 5.30 by the first mail train.

The first serious obstruction ceming
up from Toronto was encountered at
the Omledon Mountain, which was
cleared yesterday afternoon. Coming
up further north, another long delay
was necessitated in the neighborhood
of Laure]l Station, where the road for
several miles had to be shovelled out.
The station at Laurel was buried al-
mest out of sight, and in many places
the snow was banked up 15 and 20 feet
high. A snow plough and 60 shovellers
were engaged 12 hours clearing the
road at this point, which was finished
this morning.

Coming further north, the storm was
fcund not to have been so severe, and
the plough was able to clean the bal-
ance of the road to Owen Sound. Traf-
fic on the G.T.R. from Stratford here
is still suspended.

A BRIGHT GIRL SUICIDES.

She Inhaled Gas From a Tube and When
Found Was Dead.

New York, March 22.—Hattie Harper,
a bright school girl of 14, committed
suicide yesterday by inhaling gas, at
the residence of her uncle, B. B, Har-
per, 73 Division-avenue. She attached
one end of a rubber tube to a gas
stove and placed the other end in her
mouth. When found she was lying on
the floor dead. The cause of the act
is unknown, ‘but it was deliberate, for
she left the following written message:
“Took gas; good-bye.” She was a\glfu
of a sunny disposition and appeared¥fo
be quite happy. Two weeks ago she read
an account of the suicide of a little girl
of 16 by asphyxiation, and the details
appeared to affect her greatly at the
time, though the impression was
thought to have passed away.

CRUSHED TO DEATH AT A FIRE.
Mr. John Mosure of Port Perry Killed by
a Fialing Wall.

Port Perry, March 22.—On Saturday
evening at 11.25 fire destroyed the
building oceupied by James Wallace,
tailor, and Newton Bros., publishers,
together with the contents. John. Mo-
sure, a young man, who resides with
his parents here,was assisting the fire-
nien, when one of the walls fell and he
was crushed to death. He was about
26 years of age, and was employed at
Paxton & Tait’s foundry.

Dongola is
the richest province of the Upper Nile.
It is the granary from which the Der-
vishes draw their food supply. . -

Wil Have. a Hard Fight.

They are not likely to abandon it
without a hard fight, and the question
is anxiously discussed in military
circles whether the Egyptian troops,
which were panic-stricken under Hicks
Pasha and Baker Pasha, can now . be
trusted. The Soudanese in the Egypt-
lan service are good soldiers, but the
bulk of the expeditionary force will be
made up of troops naturally timorous
and unsteady.

Ruyssia and France are powerless to
prevent.this ‘temporary act of financjal
accommodation. Besides, even in Paris
there is a struggle between lust of/ di-
vidends and love of resentmernt ‘and
jealousy. The bondholders there are
satisfled with the results of the English
financial administration of Egypt, and
are strongly disposed to second an
proposals from London. In Berlin, Vi-
enna, Rome and St. Petersburg bank-
erg are on the side of the English Gov-
ernment, and their influence is decisive’
whenever diplomatic  gquestions are
raised.

The French Government, meanwhile,
have a score to settle with the Depu-
ties. Although M. Berthelot probably
did not mean to have his protest
against the employment of the reserve
fund taken literally, he will have to
convince a hostile Chamber that he
has done everything possible to uphoid
the dignity of the nation., The position
of the Bourgeois Government is in-
secure.

The First Real Debate.

The Soudan question has produced
the first real debate in the English
Commons in the present session. The
Opposition hitherto has wisely refrain-
ed from forcing divisions on minor
questions and revealing the weakness
of the minority. The march to Dongola
involved the. reversal of the Soudan
policy of the Gladstone Government
and could not pass without a challenge.
Mr. Morley, as the most loyal support-
er of Mr. Gladstone, virtually moved
a vote of censure, making a vigorous
protest against a policy which might
involve the reconquest of the Soudan.
Mr. Chamberlain replied in a speech
with splendid debating power. which
fairly set the Unionists aflame with
enthusiasm. While it was no loglecal
answer to Mr. Morley’s argument,
which excluded the question of the
evacuation of Egypt, it was a speech
luminous with common sense and ap-
pealed strongly to English pride.

English Mave Doune Well in Egypl.

Certainly whatever may be said of
the original invasion and the pledges
given for their ultimate retirement, the
stnglish have done their work well in
Egypt. Mr. Chamberlain was justified
in glorying over the retormed admin-
istration of that country as a triumph
of English genius bringing order out of
chaos. Mr. Labouchere was hardly fair
in charging Mr. Chamberlain with de-
fying Europe, but was logical and ef-
fective in forecasting an advance from
Dongola to Khartoum and the sources
of the Nile.

~ EMIN PASAN’S DAUGHTER.

Farida Gets Possession of Her Father's
Esiates—Romantic Manner in which
Mounteney Jephson Got the Will,
Bell;lln, March 22.—There has been
much quarrelling over the propert
left by Emin Pasha, the nome-t!mz
Governor of the equatorial province of
the Soudan, to rescue whom from the
Mahdists Stanley made his last trip
to Africa. After Emin arrived at the
ccast with Stanley he entered the ser-
vice of the Germans. Later he left this
service and went into the great forests
with a few of his retainers. Many ru-
maors of his death were cireculated, but
they proved to be untrue, until about
two years ago, when it was definitely

will of Emin’s was found, and this fact
led to much litigation. Emin, who
had become a Mohammedan, had mar-
ried a native woman, by whom he had
a daughter, Farida, who is now about
12 years old, and who is being educated
in Germany. ' Mr. Mounteney Jephson,
who was with Emin throughout the
rebellion in the equatorial province,’
heard of the trouble over Emin’'s pro--
perty, and then remembered that he
had a will made by Emin in his pos-
session. A copy of this was made and
scnt to the German Foreign Office,and
the document put an end to the fight
for Emin’s property.g

In October, 1888, Mounteney Jephson
and Emin Pasha were prisoners in the
hands of the rebellious soldiers of the
station of Dufile, on the White Nile,
Both had been sentenced to be hanged. .
Thinking his end was near, Emin made
his will, leaving everything he had to
Farida, who was his only child. This
will was given to Jephson on the un-
derstanding that should he be able to
escape he should take the child with
him to Mr. Stanley’s camp. They all,
as it turned out, reached the coast in
safety, and Jephson, naturally  sup-
posing that Emin before returning to
the interior, had executed another will,
regarded the will in his possession,
which was made in Dufile, merely as
an interesting document, without any,
legal value.

TOWARDS RECONCILIATION.
General Booth Orders Col. Eadie to Returm
te London.

New York, March 22.—The first step
in a plan to effect a reconciiiation be-
tween the Ballington Booths and the
leaders of the Salvation Army has been
taken by Gen, William Booth, who has
ordered Col. Eadie to
don.
