BOODLE AND BOODLERS,

The revelations of corruption, bribery,
ballot-box stuifing, ballot-stealing, etc., in
connection with the holding of elegtions
in this country ought to turn the stomach
of every decent Canadian. Where does
the money all come from? Not from the
pockets of the candidates themselves, not
from the ministers. Our bellef is that it
comes from the subsidies voted to rallways,
a large portion of it at all events. And
this boodle money at times finds its way
into the campaign funds of both political
parties. ’

The new way of boodling 1s to"ﬁuy up
the domioant party which originates the
grants and carries them through Parlia-
ment or the Legislature with a large sum
of money, and to hush up the Opposition
with a small contribution!

Every man connected with these disgrace-
ful things, whether Liberal or Couserva-
tive, must, when exposed, go into retire-
ment. It was a high crime for Mr. Mec-
Nish to run again in Elgin, and on his own
confession Mr, Willlam Smith must be put
down as an impossibility in South Ontario.
This is one way of stopping the business.
But what about the men who supply the
hundreds of thousands for these corrup-
tlon funds and the politicians who make
the deals? Can’t these men, too, be un-
earthed and driven out of public life? And
men in the public service like Preston and
Thompson ought to be hustled out of it the
moment they are exposed.

If every man was discredited as fast as
he was proven guilty of bribery the busi-
ness would become too risky to follow.
No mercy to the corruptionist would scon
change the situation. S
THE MAYOR TACKLES THE GAS

CASE.

The disclosures made before the Board
of Control yesterday fully justify Mayor
Macdonald in retaining independent coun-
sel to advise him In the city’s case against
the Consumers’ Gas Company. The recent
administration appears to have stood fn
with the gas company. This is the reason
why a new case was not entered against
the company in conformity with the find-
ing of the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council. This is the reason why no audit
was made of the Gas Company’s affairs in
1808, and It also accounts for the negligence
of the late administration in regard to the
andit for 1899. It was only recently that
an auditor was appointed for that year, and
it was only through fear of being found
out that the appointment of an ‘auditor
was made at all,” Under these circum-
stances we are not surprised that the new
Mayor has expressed his lack of confl-
dence in the city’s own legal staff by re-
taining independent counsel. It looks as
¢ the Mayor had made a start in ecruest
against the Consumers’ Gas Compnn\y. We
trust he will fight it out on the same line,
even If it takes all summer. The objec-
tion that law suits are expensive is of little
weight in this Instance, We did not win
the suit brought some four or five years
ago, it is true, but the institution of legal
proceedings at hat time was profitable to
the city all thé same. It was in virtde of
the former suit that the company reduced
the price of gas to 90 cents. For every
dollar éxpended In the prosecution of the
former suit the city has reaped ten dﬂlars
And we stand to make a jnuch
bigger sum by the prosécution of a new
action. The amount clalmed by the city
is about one and a half million dollors.
The chances are all In favor of the city.
Mr. Justice Ferguson has rendered a decl-
sion in favor of the city as far as the mer-
its of the case are concérned. Our case
failed before the Privy Council by reason of
a mere technical irregularity. When the
case is properly entered again we confi-
dently believe the city will win, and
in that event citizens will have greatly re-
duced gas bills. By all means let the
Mayor engage the best counsel Mailable,
and let no expense be spa‘ed in prose-
cuting the case to a finish.

‘that by their silence are helping that com-
pany to win its case at Ottawa, and there-
by obtain jurisdiction over Yonge-street as
against the city. As for Mayor Macdonald,
we do not know what he has done in the
way of advising counsel. There is no evi-
dence, however, that he has not copsulted
with the legal gentlemen who went to Ot-
tawa to represent the city’s side of the
controversy. The deputation left Toronto
on the night of the first day of the new
Mayor's accession to office; It would be
hardly fair to condemn him for not taking
this matter in hand on such short notice.
But, as we have sald, there is no evidence
that he did not consult with Mr, Drayton
and the city’s special counsel. Even If he
did not specially advise the counsel who
represented the city, the latter, one ‘ot
whom was Mr. Drayton of the City Solicl-
tor's Department, fully understand the
city’s position. The case has been argued
inside out during the past few weeks, If
the city’s counsel did not get a grasp of
the case themselves no amount of advice
from the Mayor could have helped them.
Should the city lose its case it will not be
because of Mayor Macdonald’s fallure to
coach Mr. Drayton| and Mr. Osler.

If there is any negligence at all we think
it will be found to attach to the Ontario
Government, which was not represented
by counsel at the hearing of this case In
Ottawa on Tuesday. Premier Ross recent-
ly made a brave defence of the rights of
the municipalities, and he gave the public
to understand that he intended to main-
taln the sovereignty of the municipalities
over thelr highways at all hazards, His
fallure to have a representative before the
Privy Council, when this principle was at
issue, does not tally with his former attl-
tude on the question. Has the Premler
gone back on. his principles and does he in-
tend to let the Rallway Commitee usurp
a power which is vested absolutely In the
city of Toronto? It looks very much like it.

As for the charge that The World Is
silent on the case, it is hardly necessary for
us to notice this, We have done all we
can to maintain the principle that the clity
has an absolute jurisdiction over the streets
within its limits. That is the kernel of the
controversy, and if we have not already
made this point clear, we confess that we
will be unable to do so in the future. The
Liberal party are in power at Ottawa and
Toronto. It is they who are responsible for
the settlement of this question. The On-
tario Government is vitally interested In
defending the rights of the municipalities,
or at least it ought to be. The Dominion
Government, through i#ts Railway Commit-
tee, has the sanctity of the principle in its
own keeping. If the city lIs despoiled of
its ownership in Yonge-street it will not be
The World or Mayor Macdonald who will
be held responsible, but the Liberals, as
represented by the Governments at Ottawa
and Toronto.

WHEAT AT 58 DEG, NORTH LATI-
TUDE.

Mr. Ogilvie, the great Canadian miller,
has just received a sample of wheat growa
at Fort Vermillion, on the Peace Riwver,
Territory of Athabasca. Fort Vermiilion
is In latitude N.38, longitude W. 116—one
thousand miles morth of Calgary, and 3154
miles northwest of Montreal. The wheat Is
hard and plump, and a very fair ‘milling
sample.

The World has from time to time called
attention to the great possibilities of this
district as a wheat country. It has been
estimated that the Peace and Mackenzie
basing contain enough wheat lands to raise
600 million bushels a year.

As Mr. Ogilvie remarks In a letter to the
Montreal Gazette, it is a well-known fact
that the further north wheat can be grown
the richer it is in gluten and phosphates.
According to this theory Canada ought to
become the greatest~wheat producer in the
world, both in quantity and quality.

Gambling in Dawson,

Editor World : Dawson enjoys the unique
distinetion of being the only ecity in the
British Empire where gambling is regu-
lated and licensed by the Government. As
there is no municipal organization in Daw-
son, and ali officials are appointed from
Ottawa, the Dominion Government must be
held responsible for the acts of 1t~ offl-
clals. /

The saloons of Dawson are also gambling
establishments, where games of chance,
such as roulette, faro, Black Jack, stud
horse poker, dice, etc., are carried on day
and night. " Patrons of the saloons thus
have the gambling tables thrust before
thelr notice in full view of the bar, in most
cases in the same room as the bar. What
would be the consequences if games of
chance were carried on in the licensed bar-
rooms in Toronto? The same results ob-
tain in Dawson—thousands of ruined men.
A majority of the very miners who gamble
away all thelr money while under the in-
fluence of liquor are strongly in favor of
closing up these gambling rooms,

For the first year or so after the settle-
ment of Dawson, gambling was tolerated
as an evil inseparable from a large mining
camp. During the past 15 months, how-
ever, the gambling rooms have been prae-
tically licensed. A monthly fine of $50 and
costs has been imposed on each employe
In the gambling establishments. The gam-
blers regard these monthly fines In the
nature of a license fee, which they are quite
willing to pay.

Not the slightest attempt has ever been
made to close up the gambling rooms of
Dawson.

A certain amount of latitude is allowable,
and perhaps advisable, in a mining camp,
but the evil of gambling conduected in Ii-
censed barrooms and under police protec-
tion Is a disgrace to Canada.

Publie opinjon in the Yukon is overwhelm-
Ingly in favor of closing up the gambling
rooms of Dawson. Sour Dough.

taliing an expenditure of thousands of dol-
lars by thev long-suffering parents of the
province. We have five new drawing books,
seven new copy books, two new grammars,
new books on domestic science, bookkeep-
ing, sechool management, phonics and
algebra. It is also well known that new
arithmatics, geographies, algebra, Krench
Latin and German books are being hurried
to completion.

First German Ship That Sailed
for New York,

Stettin, Jan. 10.—The Hamburg-Ameri-
can Line steamer Deutschland was succ2ss-
fully launched at the Vulkan dock yards at
noon to-day in the presence of Emperor Wil
llam and many notable persons. The Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, Count Von Buelow,
christened the vessel. In his speech Count
Van Buelow dwelt upon the powerful de-
velopment of the Hamburg-American line,
which, with the North German Lloyd, had,
doring half a century, grown to be the
greatest ehipping company in the world.
The new ship to-day added to thelir fleet
was to run on that high road of Nosth At-

lantie traffic which connected Germany
with a. friendly nation, the United States.

Must and Will Advance,

“If we have to overcome obstacles on
the path marked out for us by destiny, to
pass over difficult places,” said Count Von
Buelow, “this will neither disconvert nor
discourage us, Courageously, steadily end
energetically we must and will advance to-

wards our goal. The name this ship is to
receive is the name of the first ship of the
Hamburg-American Line, a small salling
vessel, which put to sea in 1848, from Ham-
burg to New York with 220 passeng:rs.
That name, which is the dearest, most sub-
lime and -most sacred, Deutschland.

After breaking a bottle of = champagne
across the steamer’s bow, Count Von Bue-
low said: ““God Dbless and protect this
ship.
