There Was a Hastle on.-”

Both before and after yesterday's meet-
ing of the Board of Control urgent verbal
communications went on between Mr. D.

The following let-
ter, which was received by the Mayor in
the afternoon from the legal department,
disclosed the purport of these communica-
tions:
