Despite defeat,Chinese are apparently ré-

solved -to make a desperate struggle, not
only In their ancient capital, but also In
other parts of the Kmplire,
. The Powers Threatened.

Chang Chl Tung, Viceroy of Hankow, and
Liu Kunyl Viceroy of Nankin, according
. to advices from Shanghai, have threatened
the consuls that If the person of the
Empress Dowager is not respected, they
will withdraw from their present friendly

attitude,
Is Li Ping Heng Dead ¢

Another Shanghal despatch announces the
death of L1 Ping Heng, Cheng and Chang
Lul Lin, in the fighting before PekM.

What Southern Mandarins Say,

The Mandarin s {n the southern provinces,
according to a despatch to The Dally Ex-
press from Hong Kong, bave issued an Im-
portnﬁt proclamation recognizing the cap-
ture of Pekin as a just punishment of
reactiopary officlals, and warning fhe peo-
ple not to Interfere with foreigners, but
also polnting out that the sole object of
the powers should be the punishment of
the Boxers, and then the jrestoration of
Jpeace, confining, however, their operations
to the north.

The Czar is Pleased.

Emperor Nicholas has wired to General
Lineviteh,commander of the Russian troops
in the Province of Pechill, congratulating
fhim Neartily upon the rapid capture of
Pekin, and bestowing upon him the third-
class order of St. George. The Russlan
Emperor also thanks Vice-Admiral Alexejeft
and the heroic Siberian troops.

. Bloody Work at Chingan Pass.
Gen. Grodoff, Russlan commander of the
Amur Government, reports to the Russian
War Office that Chingan Pass was captured
Aug, 16, after a ‘dbloody battle, In which
the Chinese suffered heavily, losing four
or five guns, The Russlan cavalry were
in pursuit of the enemy.
How Russian Press Views It,

The principal Russian papers,notably The
Novoe Vremya,commenting upon the victory
at Pekin, declare that Russia should go
po further In participating In common
armed intervention, but should Iimit her
military action to the frontler and the
Manchurian rallroad.

Official News From Chaffee,

Washington, Aug. 19, —From Gen. Chaffee
to-day the War Department received officlal
confirmation of the fall of Pekin and the
rescue of the besleged legationers,

The despatch of the American commander
was not long and contained few detalls.
Hi# last communication to the Govern-
ment prior to the receipt of to-day’s ad-
vices was dated Aug, 11 at Matow, almost
80 miles from Pekin. The explanation of
his silence 18 suggested in advices received
by the Navy Department to-day from Ad-
miral Remey, who, telegraphing from
Taku on the 18th, says the telegraph line
between that point and Pekin {s Inter-

rupted.
Bombarding the Inmer City.

‘.The cablegram from Admiral Remey con-
talns some important information not men-
tioned by Gen, Chaffee. He makes the
igtartling statement, on Japanese author-
ity, that the inner clty of Pekin was being
bombarded by the allled forces. Admiral

mey says also that the Dowager Em-
press is detained in the Inner city by
Prince Yung Ede,

Advices received late last night from the
Forelgn Office at Toklo, Japan, by the
Japanese legation in this city, confirm and

amplify previous accounts of the capture
of Pekin by the allled troops.

What the Inner City is.

The innmer, or as It is popularly known,
the Forbldden City, evidently had not been
taken, It is surrounded by a massive wall
of solid masonry more than 20 feet high
and 1t 1s not regarded as surprising that
the Chinese should make their final stand
within its shadows.

Prior to the receilpt of the despatch It
was accepted generally as a fict tbat the
Dowager Empress, b company with the
Emperor, and a large suite, had left Pekin,
While nothing 1s sald in Admiral Remey's
Rdvices as to the whereabouts of the Em-
peror, it is deemed scarcely probable that
he left the city without the Empress Dowa.
ger.

What Wu’'s Idea fis.

Minister Wu sald to the Assoclated Press
to-day that he had officlal advices to the
effect that the Emperor and Empress Dowa.-
ger had gone from Pekin to the Province
Mt Bhensl, a considerable distance west of
the capital city. He belleved they weve

While no surprise was evinced at the
statement of Admiral Remey that the {nner
city was being bombarded, some concern
was expressed lest the final stand of the
Chinese troops within what they regard
as most sacred precincts should prove a
very serlous affalr.

. What Pekin Comprises. -

Pekin comprises practically four cities In
one, In extent of area it is about the
size of New York city, The four segments
of it are the Chinese city, the Tartar city,
the Imperial city and the Forbidden oty.
The Jast is the “Inner City,” mentioned In
Admiral Remey's despatches, and it is the
residence of the Emperor and the seat of
the Imperial court., Nobody Is aTlowed
within its massive walls except by special
permission of the Emperor and Empress
Dowager. The lmperial city is occupled
only by the highest Chinese officlals and
members and attaches of the Imperial
court,

THE JAPANESE ACCOUNT

Toklo, Aug. 17.—General Yamaguchi wires
from Pekin, under date of Aug. 16, as fol-
lows :

‘‘The allles attacked Pekin .early yes-
terday, opening with artillery on the east-
- ern side. The wall was obstinately held
by the enemy. The Japanese and the Ltus-
slans were on the northward of the Tung
Chow Canal. The Americaus and the Brit-
ish were on the south side. At nightfall
the Japanese blew up the two eastern
gates of the Tartar City and entered.

“In the meantime the Americans and the
British bad entered the Chinese city by the
Tung Plen guates. Detachments of each
force were sent towards the legations. Tle
parties met near the legations and opened
communication. All the Ministers and thelr
stoffs were found safe. The Japanese loss
was over 100 killed, Including three offi-

PART OF PEKIN IS ON FIRE.

Empress in Inner City is Being
Bombarded by the Allies, Rear
Admiral Bruce Says.

London, Aug. 20.—(4.20 a.m,)—Rear Ad-
miral Bruce cables the Admiralty

Che Foo, Aug. 19, as follows:

“Am informed on the authority of the
Japanese that street fighting still con-
tinues In Pekin, part of which is on fire,

‘*Yang Sa (7?) prevented the Empress
from leaving, and a last stand 1s now be-
ing made in the inper city, which s sur-
rounded by the allles and belng bom-
barded.”

TROOPS LANDED AT SHANGHAI.

British and French Forces There—
The Situation Along the Yang-
tse is Reported Serious.
London, Aug. 18, —A Shanghal despatch to
Dalzlel’s News Agency, of Friday’s date,
says the British troops from India are be-
ivg aisembarked, The French proposed to

land troops on Saturday.

‘The situation along the Yangtse, the cor-
regpondent says, is serious, especlal’y at
Wuchang,

Chang Shl Tung’s troops mutinied, bHut
ihe outbreak was quelled.

A despatch from Shanghai says that M,
de Bezaure, the French Consul-General,
states that 800 French marines have left
Saigon for Shapghai, and will be landed
in ease of an emergency.

HOW FRANCE VIEWS IT.

Thinks That Britain’s Landing of
Troops in Shanghali Was for
Selfish Interests,

Paris, Aug, 18.—kngland’'s decision not to
land troops in Nhanghali when convinced
that the other powers would follow her
example Is considered here as not mask-
ing her real Intention as to China being
one of selfish interest, Her Intended In-

dependent actlon created not a lttle cfiti
cism, but now that it has been checked
official circles silently grin at what is re-
garded as a rebuff.

CHINESE LOST COURAGE

And Retreated From Che Sin Hur-
riedly—Storm Centre Seems to
Be at Shanghal.

London, Aug. 19.—Whgtever of inter st
might be attached to the events reported in
the night's despatclies s destroyed by the
capture of Pekin as most of the messages
relate to matters preceding and leading
up to the capture of the Chinese capital,
Gen, Linevetch, commander of the ‘ius.
sloan troops In Pechill, reports to St.
Petersburg that on Aug. 12 the Chinese in-
tended to give battle at Che Sin, where
Were concentrated 50 battallons of the best
Manchu troops, commanded by Gen. Fu
Chu Sang, but that, losing courage, they re-
treated hurriedly, waiting for an attack to

be made.

All Eyes on Shanghat,

The eyes of the world, which have been
fixed hitherto on Pekin, are turning to
Shanghal, where an embroglio, resaiting
from the jealousy and suspicion of the pow-
ers, will possibly shortly assume a serious
aspect. The British landed Goorkha and
Bombay regiments on Iriday and France
is hurl’ylnfl 1700 Tonquin troops thither,

some of whom are reported to have arrived
already.

‘I'he situation in the Valley of the Yangtse.'
kllau‘, at Wu Chaug, is serious. Cuaag
Chi Tung's troops mutinied, but the out-
break was quelled. .
Russia’s Campaign in Manchuria,

Russia’s campaign in Manchurja seems to
be progressing satisfactorily. Gen. Orloft,
chief of staff of the Russian forces in Chiua,
reports on Aug. 14 that he atrtacked the
Chinese at Medu Chel on Aug. 12 and sub-
sequently advanced to Yak Shi and cap-
tured an abundance of stores., The Chinese
are sald to gathering In force in the neigh-
borhood of Kobdo, from which place the
Russian and Tartar residents ve de-
parted. :

FAREWELL TO VON WALDERSEE.

The Kaiser Expresscs ' His Ggatifi-
cation at the Acceptance of the
Fileld Marshal’s Appointment.

Cassel, Ang. 18.—Emperor Willlam re-
celved Field Marshal Count von Waldersce
and his staff at the castle to-day, The
Kalser congratulated Count von Waldersee
on his appointment as the head of the unit-
ed troops of the clvilized world and added
that “‘it is of great significance that your
appointment from the outset secured the
support and approval of the Emperor of the
Russias, a mighty ruler, who makes his
power felt thru the Continent of Asla,

*“It shows once more,"” said the Emperor,
“how closely united are the old traditions
in arms of the two Empires. I hai] with
you the fact that the whole civilized world
without distinction and spontaneously in-
trusted you with this command. As Prus-
slan officers we are gratefully filled with
pride at the task that has been assigned
to you, inasmuch as it expresses unaai-
mous appreciation of our mlilitary life and
work ' as well as our military system and
training and the leadership of our general
officers.

“In the interest of our people I wish
that our common expedition may turn into
a firm guarantee of mutual appreciation and
mutual peace for the European lgowers, &0
that what the Emperor of the Russiag at-
tempted last year in another fleld and what
he did not succeed in doiug in peace, may
now perhays be attained with weapons in
our hands.” =

The Kalser then gave Fleld Marshal von
Waldersee a baton and said he hoped the
latter would wield it with his old custom-
ary vigor and sureness in critical moments,

Count von Waldersee in reply thanked
the Emperor and assured bim that while
his arm had strength to hold the baton
the order to retreat would never be given.

A dinner followed, at which the Kalgar
proposed the health of Emperor Francls Jo-
seph of Austria and made a few remarss
thanking ‘the Austrian monarch for rhe
words addressed to himself and Count von
Waldersee on the occasion of the latter's
appointment.

mperor Willlam then proposed the fol-
lowing toast: “Heaith to our noble allles
and the true friends of our land whom we
all honor from the bottom of our hearts.”

Later on the Emperor bade farewell to the
officers and kissed Count von Waldersee,

RUSSIA HEARS OF PEKIN'S FALL.

The News Causes Much Lamenting
in the Chinese Legation
at Moscow.

Moscow, Aug. 18.—The 8t, Petersburg
correspondent of The Ruszki Listok an-
nounces the receipt’ there of a despatch
which says that Pekin has been taken.
There is as yet no confirmation of the
message, The Chinese Legation I8 ex-
tremely excited and grieved, and its secre-
tary says he belleves that the news Is

true,

Lord Wolseley’s Rebuke to the Officers at Aldershot, Where
Blunders of the Worst Possible Type Were Made on
Field Day—Frank Comment This.

London, Aug, 18.—(Gieneral Montgomery
Moore, commander at Aldershot, having
been severely criticized for his work at a
big fleld day, Lord Wolseley ordered an-
other held in his presence, and never, per-
haps, has the need of the lesson given tn
South Africa been more fully demonstrated.
The Time$' comments to-day are a conser-
vative .expression of what every thmmking
Pnglishman is saying in far more forcible
terms. The following passages are typlcai
of the whole long editorial :

“The plan of the exercise was one of rear
guard actions, which has become famillar
during the war. The force in retreat was
to endeavor to delay the pursuing enemy as
much as possible.. Our military correspon-
dent spoke sarcastically of the scheme as
‘a gentlemanly scheme, with no nasty Hoer
slimness about it.’ Even 80, there was left
room for good fighting or bad fighting. 'The
troops and leaders seem to have been
chosen for the latter. They appear to have
bungled the whole business, and certainly
acquitted themselves so as to recelve from
the commander-in-chief the most humiiat-
Ing censure that has befallen a British diyi-
slon for many a day. The country would
do well to pay close attention to this little
affalr, for the faults it revealed may very
Soon prove, If unarrested, disastrous, Nor
would any good purpose be served by hush-
ing up the matter, for we may well be
assured that it 1s already known to all the
general staffs in Europe,

‘“The melancholy discovery the country is
pow making on the authority of the com-
mander-in-chief 1s that there are officers

and men who cannot go thru a field day
and’%in ordimary sham fight without' com-
mitting a series of elementary blunders of
the worst possible type. Nothing else would
have led Lord Wolseley, in addressing the
assembled officers, to declare that not again
under any circumstances were large opera-
tions to be tried until the brigade work
and the company work were much more
thoroly kmown. ‘They must learn to walk
before they try to run.” It will be observed
that this censure was not directed primar-
ily against the men, but against the om-
cers, who were explicltly told by the com-~
mander-n-chief that they did not know
the grammar of thelr work. The men are
probably good material, English troop® gen-
erally are, as has been proved over and
over again in South Africa, but they seem
to be quite untrained.”

The Times concludes with the question
of how this can be changed, and sugges's
that the constitution of the army should
be changed so that cleverer youths should
regard it as a natural career.

As regards Lord Wolseley’s seathing re-
marks, while they meet with untversal ap-
proval, they may be criticized from two
points : Firstly, toward the end of his five-
year service as commander-in-chief the con-
dition of affairs at Aldershot should be such
that his criticism should mot be needed;
and, secondly, an unprofessional’ spirit was
shown In concluding his well-deserved re-
buke with an apology in hoping that the
officers would take his remarks in

part. .

EXTRA GUARDS FOR THE PRINCE
OF WALES WHILE AT HOMBURG

Extreouldlnary iprecautlon_s Are Being Taken to Protect the Mem-
bers of the Royal Family and Government From
Murderous Attacks by Anarchists.

London, Aug. 19.—Precautions for the
safety of the Prince of Wales during his

At the Morgue, awaiting identification, Is
the body of a well-dressed man, apparently
between 35 and 40 years of age. The body
was found in High Park ravine on Satur-
day miorning by Fred Stanten of 3 Unlon-
street. There was a bullet wound in the
right side of the head just above the .ar,
snd beside the body was a 38.calibre re-
volver,

Coroner Lynd, who was notifled, decided
that It was a case of suicide, and ordered
the removal of the remains to the Morgue,

Up to a late hour last night nobody .ad
turned up who could throw any light on
the identity of the dead man, altho it is
belleved he came here from Cincinngti, O.,
as all the clothing found on the body was
made in that city,

The remains are those of a good-looking
man with dark hair, slightly curly, and
dark eyes and brown mustache. The
clothing appeared nearly all new. It con-
sisted of a blue sacque suit, tanned boots
marked ‘‘Potter” and a black stiff hat,
white starched shirt and collar, striped
cufls, blue silk socks.

The valuables found in the pockets con-
sisted of a gold hunting case watch made
by the Hampden Watch Co., Canton, O,
$36.67 and gold pencil case. The
movement was numbered 870322
end the case 2387220, The revolvaer
was made by the Johnston - Arms
and Bicycle Co., Pittsburg, Pa. There
were no marks on the clothing which would
lead to the man’s identification exocept per-
haps the laundry mark, “E 822,” on the
shirt. The body was photographed last
night for identification purposes.
