RIDING IN STATE.

Its History from Earliest Times and
Its Sigmificance.

Why scarlet] It 18 theé royal livery, And
why the royal livery? For answer we
must go back to the old Roman Emperors,
and before them to the days of King Solo-
mon. The old Hebrew probhetl' speak of
the mighty as “brought up In scarlet,”
| while Gibbon, the historian of the Roman
| Empire, says they were ‘“‘born in the pur-
ple.” ~ Again, Solomon himself, describing
the wealthyx comfort of the virtuous wo-
man, says that “all her household are
| clothed with scarlet;"” but a thousand
years later the rich man is pictured as
| “clothéd In purple and fine linen.” What,
then, is this color, used equivalently as the
Iemblcm of high station and royalty, and
called sometimes ‘“purple,”” sometimes
\“sculet," and sometimes ‘‘crimson” ? Are

t!\; three colors the same, or how do they
di!

er?
The story is long and Intricate; a very
pretty question of philology and antiquar-
| janism; we can here only condense Iits
mere outline. - ‘“Purple” Is the dye from
the Mediterranean fish which the Greeks
called “porphyra,” and the Romans "‘pur-
pura.” Thus “Tyrian purple” was rare
and expensive, and so became royal

|- *“Scarlet”” was a Perslan dye, a little yel-

lower than purple, Introduced by King Sol-
omon’s ships,
“Crimson,”” a little rosier than scarlet,
| slan - and Arabic Insect called cochineal.
| Thus, roundly, the colors ‘“purple,” *“‘crim-
| son’’ and ‘“‘scarlet” are Initially the same,
and the first two are used even to-day by
the poets without distinction. ‘‘Scarlet”
and its collateral hues are ‘‘the royal liv-
| ery.” . {

But it is not alone” the color; of the

Duke’s “‘outriders” that has fixed the popu-

lar attention—it is their quaint costume

and the trappings of their horses.

. FReNCH-CANADIAN CATTLE.

History of the Breed and Some of Its
Characteristics.

From The Springfield Republican.
Since the entry ef the French-Canadian
cattle in the dairy tests at the Pan-Ameri-
can Exposition at Buffalo, many enquiries
have been made about the breed. In fact,
many people thought:*that Canada had
what might be called:a native breed, like

the so-called natives of the United States,
made up by crossing the progeny of early
importations until it would Dbe difficult
to tell -what blood predominates. The
Massachiisetts Ploughman gquotes from a
pamphlet sent out by Dr. J. A. Couture,
D.V.S., of Quebec, secretary of the French-
Canadian Cat Breeders’ . Association, iu
which he gives the history of the breed,
and claims made for it. _

He says the French settlers who first
came to Canada were natives of Brittany
and Normandy, France. The first cattle
in Quebec, in 1620, or thereabouts, were
brought, no doubt, from those two districts.
No importations of other breeds worth
mentionfng are reported in the history of
the province untHl about’ 1800 or a uttle
before. Between 1776 and 1850 a few herds
of English cattle, mostly Aryshire and
Shorthorns, weré brought into the pro-
vince, but they were bought by wealthy
Englishmen living near Montreal and Que-
bee, where they are still fo be found.
They found but little favor with the
Frenoh Inhabitants. in the poorer reglon
and In the remote parts along the en-
tides and the lower part of the St. w-
renceé, both north and south, as they
were loth to cross their hardy little cows
with the larger breeds, fearing, with good
reason, that they conld mnot feed suffi-
clently to keep the larger animals alive,
to say’ nothing of profit, during the seven
months of the winter. Thus they have
been kept nearly distinct for Over
years, and In and in-breeding has heen Te-
sorted to to fix in a sure manner the charac-
teristics of the breed.. Thus they have
much of the appearance of the Brittany
cattle of the day. It may be noted here
fihat -the French-Canadian, the = Jersey.
Guernsey, Kerry and Brittany cows are
all supposed to come from the same ori-
gin, and the Brittany is usually allowed to
be the older stock, the different breeds
being modified by climate, care and per-
haps individual characteristics of animals
bred from, until they vary from the 500-
pound Kerry to the Guernsey, almost as
large as the shorthorn.

The three qualities claimed for the
French-Canadian are hardiness, fraguality
and richness of milk. As they are small,
the cows averaging about 700 pounds each,
they do not require large amounts of food.
In form they are somewhat llke the Jer-
sey, but In color most frequently a solid
black, or black with brown stripe on the
back amnd aroumd the muzzle, or brown
with black points, brown brindled- or even
yellowish.
