Recent Slump in the Stock Market Blamed by Many Citizens for the Crash of C. W.
Anderson & Sons’ Firm—Meeting of Depositors Wire Bert
Anderson at Palmerston to Come Back and Explain.

Oekville & a thriving town on Lake
Ontario, 20 miles from Toronto, in
Halton County, with a population
of 1825; the centre of the Qakville
strawberry district. C. W. And-
erson & Son, bankers, have failed.
They were ranked by Bradstreet's
as first-class credit, having a capl-
tal of $75,000 to $100,000. Local
opinion attributes the smash to dis-
trust created by recent events in
connection with the private bank-
ing firm of Andrew & Howarth,
who were ranked by, Bradstreet as
first-class credit, with a capital of
$35,000 to $50,000. Banker Ho-
worth committed suicide three
weeks ago.

DISTRESS SIGNALS FLY.

Oakville, Dec. 19.—(From our man on
the spot.)—Many wealthy citizens and
pusiness firms are flying. signals of
distress in this section as a result of
the failure of the private bank of C.
W. Anderson & Son. However, they
anticipate that the worst is past, and
none of the depositors have been forced
to assign as a 1esult of the. disaster.
Following so close upon the closing of
the private bank of Andrews & Iow-
arth, and the suicide of Thomas How-
arth, the present difficulty is doubly
hard to weather. But this is a wealthy
community and will be able to emerge
from even more serious storms with
nothing but the surface disturbed.

Resentment Divided. 5

The feeling of resentment is divided
between the interests controlling the
pank and the management,which caus-
ed the Bank of Hamilton to refuse
longer to handle the drafts from the
Anderson Bank- The Andersons assert
that the Bank of Hamilton, without
previous notice, and without sufficient
reason, wired 'a further refusal to
handie their drafts, and of necessity
they werc forced to suspend, even when
they had over $100,000 in deposits ¢
their books and were more prosperous
than for years.

One-Sided View.
The element which accepts this view

' of the failure declares that the charter-
ed banks of Canada have determined to
drive the private banks out of business
in order to control affairs even after
the chartered banks have refused to
enter the field in force here. The other
side of the question is that the Ander-
sons’ mismanagement is responsible for
the failure, wholly, even when their
depositors manifested the greatest con-
fidence in the institution in the face of
the facts which warranted a good deal
of suspicion. The citizens who take the
tcrmer view of the case expect to re-
ceive dollar for dollar, but the others
fear the worst.
DBusiness Still Goes On.

Some pessimistic  depositors place
their expectations as low as 15 per
cent,, and give their reasons very vig-
orously for this opinion. In the mean-
time the town’s general business ig be-
ing conducted as if two of the largest
private banks in the Dominion had
not clesed their doors here within a
month. The Merchants’' Bank, a chart-
ered concerm, is the only bank left,
and to it most of the business men
have turned. Some have gone to Ham-
ilton, others to Toronto, and still others
to individuals, but on the whole the
current of business is not interfered
with. The assignees’ report is expect-
ed Monday, and the uncertainty will
remain a very painful element of the
situation until them.

Want Suspense Over.

The business men are quite evenly
divided as to what the books will show,
but are anxious to have the suspense
over with- A report declares that all
the securities worth having have been
turned over to the Bank of Hamilton,
while others assert with equal vigor
that much of the cash and all the sa=-
curities are intact. There _are some
circumstances, however, which give an
alarming aspect to the case. That . is
in the refusal or inability of the And-
ersons to give the citizens and heavy
depositors any information.

Persons Involved,

Cyrus W, Anderson has left the man-
agement to his sons for some time, tho
remaining the head of the firm.
stands high and, personully, has the
respect of all his depositors and ac-
Gguaintances. E. B. Anderson, better
known as Bert, a son, was the man-
ager. At Palmerston is another private
bank of Anderson & Scott, which is
closely connected with this firm.

Bank. Friends of the Andersons here
asgert that the Palmerston Bank is
really the cause of the distress of the
bank here.

Bert Has Gone Away.

(‘yrus Anderson is between 60 and 70
years of age. He is in feeble health,
and the present burdens have proven
teo much for him. fle is confined to
his bed. Bert is necded here very
badly, but he has gone away; just
where seams to be something of a mys-
tery. His family asserts that he is at
Palmerston looking after affairs of the

institution. A ' well-known OQakville
citizen and a heavy depositor assert-
ed to The World to-night that he
knows Bert is not in Palmerston, but
in Toronto.

Bert is Wanted,

Bert is the only man who knows the
real condition of the bank’s affairs, and
the depositors want to see him and are
in an ugly mood, because he is appar-
ently deliberately absenting himself.
Bert's conduct is alarming a good
many of the depositors. He is known
to have been a heavy <dealer in the
stock market. All thruout the spring
he made big bunches of money on the
market, and well into the summer he
was on the right side. He boasted of
it, and many other citizens got on the
right side. Then the slump that hit
all Canada came and nothing has been
heard eof the bank manager’'s operations
on the market since, at least from
him.

Ahead $40 000 Once,

From one source it is learned that his
winnings were at one time $40,000. Jt
is known that he was in the market
heavy, however, this fall, and the ele-
ment among the depositors who at-
tribute the failure to Bert's misman-
agement fear that their deposits have
gone in this channel. But for all this
a large percentage of the depositors
insist  that the failure will not be
found so bad, because the administra-
tion has been honest. If it has the
bank must pay and have a surplus,
and many think it will. These are the
two views of the case.

Business Men Fall in Line

“That, whereas the present sys-
tem of civic government in To-
ronto has not tended to the best
interests of the city, or proven
gatisfactory to the ratepayers.
largely because it has permitted a
continuous and unreascnable inter:
ference with the executive func-
tions of such government, and has
practically nullified individual re-
sponsibility;

And, whereas the present system
does not provide for the necessary
and competent business manage-
ment that should cenduct import- -
ant public undeitakings.

“Therefore, be it resolved. by this
joint meeting of the members of
the Toronto Branch of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association
hnd membets of ‘the -~ Board of
Trade of the City of Toronto, that
the system of civic government in
Toronto should be changed- by the
introduction of a 'system that
would provide for a responsible,
continuous Executive Board, which
would have in charge the complete
supervision and management of
public woerks and other business
undertakings; the policy in such
matters as the questions of supp_ly
and all matters of a purely legis-
lative or administrative nature, to
be subjeots for dJdecisiont by the
City. Council, as at present.”

All Favored Idea.

The above resolution was unani-
mously adopted by the joint meeting,
held Friday evening, under the aus-
pices of the Toronto Branch of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
ond the Board of Trade, to listen to
Ald. Curry expound his plan for the
improvement of municipal government
by taking away from the Council, the
Board of Control and the various com-
mittees of the Council the purely ex-
ecutive functions of the city govern-
ment, and placing them in the hands
of a body of competent officials.

Altho nict very strong, numerically,
the meeting was well representative
of the large ratepayers of the city.
H. P. Gundy, Prsident of the Toronto
Branch of the Manufacturers, occu-
pied the chair, and}, in introducing
Ald. Curry, remarked that we should
| give out hearty approval to any well-
{ thought-out plan that would improve
the present municipal system. The
plan prepared by Ald. Curry was go-
ing to er-ble the aldermen to devote
i more of .heir time to civic matters.
With an improvement in  the system,
| there would be mpre representative
. citizens seeking municipal honors,

Ald. Curry’'s Reasons.

Ald. Curry read the resolution pre-
lp:uxcrd by him, and supplemented it
i with an interesting discourse on the
| reasons that prompted him in suggest-
i ing changes in the whele civic govern-
| ment. He advocated the management
 of the city's affairs by a board of com-
}pr‘tem. officials, so that the aldermen

would not have to deal with the tech-

nical, portion of the work at all. Un-
dér present circumstamwees, the affairs
of .the city required more study than

the ‘aldermen could spate, The way

things were mow, it was almost im-
possible to get any information de-
'alred. For instance, the ampount of
| money being exgedled on the Exhi-
| bition could nuﬁc definitely ascer-
!tn!nred. There was no senze in cloak-
J1n;e: the expenditure in such a way
{ that no one could understand it; and
{80 on, in the case of cother expendi-
| tures.

The Execuntive Board.

Such a board as he suggested would
include the City Engineer, who should
be chairman of the board, and a man
receiving not less than $10,000 a year,
a man of high administrative and en-
gineering ability. Then there would
be an architect, to take charge of the
erection of all civic structures; the
City Solicitor, Treasurer and the As-
sessment (‘ommigsioner,

He did not think the aldermen elect-
ed at the present time were comeptent
to look after the work with any bene-
fit to the city. A business- man’'s time
was too important to himself to fritter
it away by attending to work that
could be done by paid officials.

The fact that there were so.-many
men ready to go to the City Hall and
waste their time in matters of this
kind was a mattér he could not ex-
| plain. He supposed they saw an honor
in it, and, by the efforts they put
Irortrh to be elected, it evidently gave

attempting to do work which their in-
dividual experiences had shown they
were incompetent to do. No fault
should be found with the aldermen if
the city was mismanaged. The rate-
payers should blanve fthempelves' if
the aldermen were not satisfactory, as
they were elected by them,
Well-Paid Executive.
In his opinion, it would be better to
have the administrative portion of the
wi K, new assigned to the Mayor, car-
ried on by an executive beard, thoroly
well paid. A Mayor to-day was just
about to become used to the city when
his term was at an end. The matter
of policy could be left to a Board of
Control, only one very much more
capable ithan the present one, which
was composed of men utterly incapable
of managing the affairs of the city,
No. man of business would leave th
expenditure of a couple of millionddol-
lars in the hands of the present board.
Ex-Mayor Shaw expressed himself
in favor of an executive body for the
management of civic affairs, but en-
tirely independent ofsthe Council, and
not composed of heads of departments,
as p . He would utilize the
heads of departments as expert advis-
ers to the proposed executive board.
A board to do the executive work,
and the Council to do the legislatiVe
work; .the money that now went tp
the aldermen could go towards the
maintenance of the proposed board.
Dr. Orr commended the City Coun-
c¢il for many of its transactions, which
were satisfactory in every way to the
citizens, but, still, he was in favor of
any system thiat would have the w,gn,‘k
accomplished under a competent ex-
ecutive. Such a body, however, should
be respcnsible to the citizens for ' its
actions.

Good Men Won't Offer. :

J. D. Allan deplored .that the meet-
ing was. not more largely attended.
He attributed it to the lack of interest
in civic matters, which is responsible
for the present unsatisfactory system.
Unfortunately, the impression  was
1o prevalent that it was necessary
for a man to enter the House of Com=~
mcns or the legiglature in order to do
anything at all to improve the condi-
tion of his fellow-men, 7The truth was
that more could be done by a man of
ideas in the civic government of his
municipality than anywhere else, Sys-
tematic civic government was com-
paratively new, and offered immense
scope for doing good to .the man whe
wighes to serve well his fellow-stbe
jects. For the first time in twenty-
“even years, he attended some of the
ward aneetings in the ity before the
last lections, and was surprised to
find none of the representative citi-
zens in attendance; ingtead, were pre-
sent men, some with the wildest ideas
that were' ever heard of, and
others with none at all. Mr. Allan
thought the first week in November
would be more advisable for holdiny
the municipal = elections than in ‘Eh'-.;
busyl Christmas: scason. He then:
8poke from experience as a result of
personal observation of . the sprlmul!'i
municipal management of Glasgow',
St. Petersburg and Berlin, promising
to give them further information in
this respect at a future meeting if
they desired. It was to be regretted
that politics were brought into play in
our civie government. That is a thing
above all ithers that should be kent
aloof when they were all striving’ to
work earnestly for the welfare of the
municipality. And again he disproved
of the repeated attacks made wupon
the officers of the city, such as the
Assessment Commissioner was sub-
Jected to during the past few weeks.

Municipal Partyism’ Favored,

P. W. Ellis was rather inclined to
think that if there was municipal
partyism a greater Interest would be
taken in theaffairs of the city by .the
people—that is parties divided on poli-
cies of legislation such as in the Do-
minfon parliament. Mr. Ellis then
submitted the resolution already glven.'

T. G. Mason spoke in commenda-
tory terms of the suggestlons offerad
by Ald. Curry, and trusted that some
action would be taken to interest the
citizens in the suggestions,

It was promised that the matten
would be taken up by the Councils
of the two associations, under whose
ausgpices the meeting was held with
the view of a general plan being draft-
ed upon the lines proposed for the gen«
eral consjderation of the citizens,
