. to attend the Technical school there 
therefore seems little chance for the 
board to relieve the collegiate conges­
tion, as it cannot, it is claimed, move 
the pupils without their consent.

Vladivostock, Sept 19.—Major-Gen. 
Graves, commander of American forces 
in Siberia, has demanded an apology 
from Gen. Rozanoff, in command of 
Russian troops in Priamur Province, 
for the arrest of two Americans, Capt. 
L. P. Johns and Corp. Benjamin Sper- 
ling, and the flogging of the latter by 
Cossacks commanded by Gen. Kalmi- 
koff. An investigation of the conduct 
of a Japanese officer at Iman. the 
place where the arrests took place, has 
also been begun by the Japanese high 
command. The incident occurred Sep­
tember 5.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 30.— Major- 
Gen. Graves, commanding the American 
forces in Siberia, is understood to have 
acted on official instructions from the 
war department in demanding an apolo- 

igy from the Cossack commander for the 
flogging of an American soldier, and an 
investigation of Japanese interference 
between the American and Cossack 
forces.

IN QUEBEC ROBBERY

100 Per Cent Increase.
In all departments there has been 

per cent increase in the attendance 
according to registration to date. Since 
it is possible to register for several 
days yet, it is almost • certain that the 
already large numbers will be added 
to still further.

In the freshman classes in arts there 
are altogether 57 enrolled. Fifteen of 
these are taking the first year of the 
newly-established six-year medical 
course, but they are counted as arts 
students since the first year of their 
work lies entirely in the faculty of arts 
Of the remaining 42 a few will enter the 
second year, having passed the honor 
matriculation. But the greater part who 
have passed only the junior matricu­
lation will enter the first year. The 
number of students in the upper classes, 
that is second. third and fourth years, is 
the same or perhaps slightly larger than 
last year. A bare half dozen students 
who have withdrawn to complete their 
course at other institutions are more 
than replaced in number by students 
who are coming from other institutions 
like the universities of Toronto and 
Queen's to complete their courses in tile 
Western University.

Of the upper class men. twelve are 
returned men, who constitute more than 
80 per cent of the men who are still 
alive of the enlistment of the Western 
University students in arts.

The letter contained the information 
that the attorney-general's department 
has been recently advised that a num­
ber of naturalization certificates were 
presented by Japanese subjects to the 
British consulate at Tokio, purporting 
to be naturalization certificates of per­
sons who had never left Japan. These 
certificates, which have been fraudu­
lently procured, were presented for the 
purpose of enabling the holders to ob-1 
tain passages to British Columbia.

Building Permits Well On Way
To $2,000,000 Worth For Year

the war office announces that the 
directorate of graves registration and 
inquiries is unable to receive any fur­
ther applications for photographs of 
graves in the various theatres of war, 
but that it is hoped that the requests 
already received will be completed be­
fore the close of the present year.
