England Absorbed in Question

of Probabilities of Conflict
With Germany—Re-

view of Situa-
tion.

CHICAGO, March 21—-T. P. O'Con-

nor, in his London cable to The Tr-
i

bune, says:

"""&I_c-m::;irla with its eal‘t)iquake was not
more disturbed than the whole Eng-
lish world this week. The naval

scare fills the highest and lowest sec-
tion of the population, and éven the
¢ooks in the kitchens are debating the
topic with the same energy of rage and
-terror as the admirals and politiciens.
‘The language in some of the news-
papers is incredibly alarming. The
Dally Telegraph and Mail talk as if
the Germans already were half way
up the Thames,

In the house of commons this week
one of the leading Tories gave the lie
direct to Germany, on the ground that
Germany and England may be at war
within twelve months. 5

Never, indeed, has the house of com-
mons seen anything Hke" the scene
after Asquith’s speech. When he sat
down there was a long pause of stupe-
taction and terror, and in another sec-
ond the whole house decided to sup-
port him without a word of ‘protest,
criticism or divisions The situation,
was saved by the .intrusion of Arthur
T.upton, that irresponsible Ishmael who
is a law unto himself. y

Since then the panicky feeling has
been steadily. increasing among the
public and -thie wildest rumors every-
where are prevalent, and phantoms of
German treachery, secrecy, and hatred
haunt the English imagination.

The Krupps are said to have raised
gigantic loans last April to meet big
orders for new Dreadnoughts, and the
German admiralty is sald to have
chosen secret places for the hurrying
up of new Dreadnoughts.

The bunkers of these Dreadnoughts
are declared large enough to carry 801~
diers on the short journey to England.

Political Situation is Shaky.

In the meantime the political situa-
tion is profoundly shaken by the panic.
Asquith’s ~speech is interpreted as in-—
fended to confound and destroy Lloyd-
George. and Churchill in revenge for
the humiliation imposed on him and.
Haldane and the other imperialists by
the defeat of the imperialist program
of eight Dreadnoughts instead of four.

This interpretation meant fthat As-
quith would yield ultimately. to the de-
mand for eight Dreadnoughts now
made by Balfour and the excited pub-
lic opinion, and -such an acceptance of
Balfour’'s proposal must lead to the re-
signation of Lloyd-George and Church-
il and the final triumph of the imper-
jalist section of the Liberal ministry.

Indeed, the two sections of the
Liberal party now are in
vpen _hostility to each other.

The Nation, the newspaper Organ of
the peace party, financed by a million-
gire Quaker cocoa merchant, writes to-
day:

“We ‘have a Palmenstonian prime
minister pressing the case for enlarged
armaments. We have to thank God
that a Gladstonian chancellor of the
excheguer, is laboring vallantly and
not alone in the double
economy and peace.

«1 am assured, however, that no
cabinet disruption is going to take
place and that Asquith will stick loy-
ally to the compromise program ac-
cepted by Lloyd-George and Churchill;
and probably Balfour has saved the
situation for the ministry and the Lib-
erul party by announcing the vote of.
censure and thus rallying all the Lib-
erals 1o the side of the government
and the government program.

Other feuds are roused to fury by
the campaign of Lord Charles Beres-
ford’s party in the press calling for
{hé downfall of Sir John Fisher, first
lord of ‘the admiralty, and the con-
certed, fierce campaign converging on
Fisher!.

Probably a reaction will set in next
week, and Germany's denials of any
ambitious program’ probably will be
proven truthful, but for the moment
the situation is a tremendous exampie
of a whole nation gone half mad and
everything rocking as in an earth-
gquake. ;

There are, of course, nuIn-
erous individual objections to the pro-
visions of the bill, such as Senator
Hale's antagonism to the duties on
pulp and print paper, but those out-
lined are shared in by most of the men
prominent’ in the senate.

Its opponents say that the inheri-
tance tax is properly a source of re-
wvenue for the states, ahd should be
imposed hy the federal government
only in an emergency, such as. meet-
ing the expenses of war. On this
ground. an eftort will be made to strike
it- out.

The policy of a maximum and minl-
mum tax was first adwanced by Sena~
tor Aldrizh, and later supported . by
Senator Lodge, who introduced a reso-
lution some years @go creating a com-
mittee to investigate the subject. But
the Aldrich-Lodge ccnception of such
a system was somewhat at variance
with that of Messrs Cannon and Payne.
-The senators believe in fixing the rates
of duty and then granting concessions
tc those nations which make conces-
sions to the United States. The Can-
ncn-Payne system would fix a mini-
mum tariff, and then retaliate on those
nations which failed to grant conces-
gsicns by assessing maximum rates.

Fighting for Coffee Duty.

Some senators believe that the flat
duties on tea prcvided by the Payne
bill will put a large premium on the
importation of that product before the
bill goes into effect, but will resuk
in comparatively little revenue to the
governmeant for some time thereafter.
There are powerful influences at work
to obtain a duty on coffee, but the
same argument is advanced against
that, namely, that heavy importations
iu anticipation of the bill would result
in an almost total loss of retVenue af-
ter it b2came effective.

I did not
say this in the lecture, because it did
not lie within the scope of my argu-
ment to do 80; but surely the absence
of an afirmation should not be con-
strued into a deaial ;

“(2) Again, great objection has beert
taken to -my use of the term ‘myth,’
as applied to some of the early stories
in the book of Genesis. 1 admit that
the term is not free froni reproach, be~
cause, unfortunately, to the minds off
many it suggests simply what is false.
But this is a misunderstanding of the
word. A nation in its infancy clothes
its thoughts th a mythical form, just 29
a little child loves to clothe its thoughtsg
in the garb of a story. And just as we
use the plcture-world of the child to
reach him, so has God used the pri=
mitive ideas of primitive man to teach
us eternal truths concerning Himself.
Thus, in the opening chapters of the
book of Gienésis, we learn that God 1857
the creator of all things, that man was
made in His image, that sin has de-
faced that which He made ‘very good,”
and so forth.

“But nothing I said in my previous
lecture in any way weakens my faith
in the inspiration of the Old Testament
or its Divine authority. o i
«The whole object of the following
lecture is to show that the historical
study of the. Secriptures, so far from
disturbing that faith, establishes it
more firmly than ever.

«And, last of ‘all, does this method
of study touch our faith ‘in  Jesus
Christ as Son of Man, Son of God and
Saviour of the world. Whatever Ssome
may mistakingly suppose to be the
consequences of accepting the point of
view of modern criticism, for myself I
desire most solemnly to reaffirm my
unshaken faith in Scripture as the
Word of God, and as/ the only perfect
rule of faith and-life, and in Jesus
Christ as the one hope of a sinful race,
‘My Lord and My‘GOd.' A

Unity of 01d Testament.

“The first thing to which 1 would
call attention is the remarkable unity
of the Old Testament, We think and
speak of the Old Testament as if it
were @ book. And. yet it.is not SO
much a book as & collection of books,
a national literature, with gsomething
like a thousand years between its
earliest and latest contents, . Among
the various contributions to this lt-
erature there is nothing that can he
called collaboration. And yet when
you bring together these seemingly
casual writings, produced Aat widely
scparated intervals, the work of men
unknown to each other, the result 1is
a Hving ‘whole; a writing whose paris
are closely knit by a single purpose
and fired by a common hope; that for
centuries men have spoken of it not
as a literature but as a book. This
