Montreal.—The 4th was a heavy day for
retail drygoods payments,
show up much better than was generally
anticipated, several of the larger houses
reporting over 80 per cent. of their cus-
tomers’ paper as being provided for. The
wet, mild weather has been unfavorable
to city retail trade fn this line, and gen-
eral sorting business is poor, while the
bargains in jobs offering at this season
receive little attention from buyers. Fac-
tories are still reported as much behind
on deliveries of underwear, which are
badly needéd at the moment. For gen-
eral groceries there is a steady demand,
but distributors have much tomplaint to
makeé of the dilatory manner in which
the railways are handling fretght, and
some warehouses show quite an accumu-
lation of undelivered orders. Sugars rule
about steady. Western boot and shoe
jobbers are beginning to place deferred
orders for spring ‘goods, but manufactur-
ers are only buying leather to a derate
