“The Ancient Oorder of United Work-
men has paild $21,000,000 in death
claims to members who have paid a
bare $5,000,000 into the fund. The or-
der has no other soarces of income
exoept its members. Since 11,000 men
who have died have received $21,000,-
C00 in return for assessments amount-
ing to $5,000,000, the shortage must be
made up from among the members who
have survived,

“Had all the members, both those
who have survived and those who have

there would have been no
It is impossible to collect
from the dead.,”

This"is Prof. M. A. Mackenzie's ex-
Planation for the fact that of the 4000
policyholders in the Ancient Order of
United Workmen who. accepted paid
up policies, only a small percentage
are valyed by him as being worth any-
thing at all. 'Prof, Mackenzie is the
actuary appointed under the A.0.U.W,
Act, 1916, to determine the value of the
policies in the order., He is on the staff
of the University of Toronto, and is a
Lellow of the Institute of Actuaries of
Great Britain and Ireland.

Some years ago, in an endeavor to

‘put the order on a sound basis, the

supreme council decided to offer the
older members pa.ld-ug policies for the
value of the money t ey had paid in,
or for slightly more than that amount.
The authorized actuary under the act
has decided that almoet all these paid-
Up policies are valueless,
Within His Rights.

F. G. Inwood, grand recorder of the
order, speaking to The World yester-
day, sald: “The order has been operat-
ing on inadequate rates for many
years. The grand lodge, in March of
the present yesar, by a vote, gave a
mandate to ask for a special act from
the Ontario Legislature to have the
certificates of all the members, 26,000
in number, revalued and placed on a
sound actuarial basis, :

“The legislature unanimously ap-
proved the act after hearing both sides
or and against. Prof. Mackenzje made
& valuation of all these certificztes and
tcduced them to their actual value,
The act is entirely in harmony with
the mandate from the grand Jodge, and
the actuary is entirely in accordance
with the act obtained.”

Mr. Inwood pointed out further that
the A O.UW. was a fraternal order

* &nd the rates were fixed by the mem.

bers themselves, not by the board, as
wolld be the case with an insurance
company. The very men who were
protesting against the action of the
aectuary under the act had repeatedly
voteqd against an increase in the as-
sessment,
Indebted to Order,

In the early days of the order some
members had been given policies for
$2,00C on assessments of $1 a month,
They had received insurance protec-
tion for twenty or thirty years really
below cost, In some cases it might be
they actually were indebted to the
order for carrying these risks for
them, A

The paid-up pelicy options were ab-
surd, it was explained. According to
that scheme, the order had given the
members protection for a number of
years absolutely for nothing, ¢

Prof. Mackenzie asserted that “the
order has bheen receiving assessments
and paying death :laims since 1879,
Every dollar that ‘has bean paid into
the neficizry fund has been used to
pay death claimg or is still there; not
o dollar has been taken out of the
fund for any other purpose.” He says
further that “the order is practically
a new ordzr without a dollar of deficit,
and charging adequate rates go that
no future deficit can® occur.”

ALSTRANS 10 ABANDON
" PART OF TRANSYLVAN

En&ny Realizes Long, Irregular
Frontier Cannot Be
Defended.

MAJOR MORAHT’S VIEW

Front Now Lengthened ' by Ap-
proximately Eight Hun-
' dred Miles.

BERLIN, Aug. 30.—The abandon-
ment of part of Transylvania to the
Roumanians  is forecasted in des-
patches from newspaper correspond-
ents at the Austrian army headquar-
ters, :

Forecasting the strategy on the
Roumanian frontier, the correspond-
ents intimate that the central powers
will not attempt to defend the entire
border line, owing to its crookedness
and to the large number of troops
which would be required ror the ade-
quate protection of a front half as
long as the Russian battle line, On
that account, and inasmuch as Rus-

sla and Roumania are operating as a
Bingle unit, the despatch says, it will
be advisable to shorten the front by
abandonment of certain parts of
Transylvania,

In German military circles the most
important new factor resulting from
Roumania’s entry into the war, is not
the participaticn of half a million
fresk. troops, but the great and sud-
den extensicn of the world war front,
Major oraht, in , The Tageblatt,
writes:

Front Greatly Lengthened.

“Our front now is lengthened ap-
proximately £00 miles, from Bukowinu
to the Roumanjan bordor north of
Varna. In view of Roumania’s pecu-
liar geographical conformation, it will
bhave to attach importanca to its fort-
resses in case of an attack proceeding
from Hungary, The Sercth  line
against Russia is now of no direet im-
portance, but it is not out of guestion
that this lire, too, may play a roln
against an Austro-Hungarian attack
coming frcm the ° west, pro-
vided the permanent forticica-
tions have been supplemerted by
adequate rield fortifications, Except
for Sereth iine, Roumania has no other
fortress aside from Bucharest, a per-
manent Brialmont fortress, forty-six
miles in circuymference,

“Roumania’s mobilization is of very
limited interest to us ,8ince, like
Italy’s mobilization, it was practically
concluded before the declaration of
war. We may therefore assume that
little time will clapse befor;{the first
claghes take place on the ungarian
border,

Good Railway System.

“Roumania’es network of strategic
railways may be characterized as
efficient. Roumania can, from her
ceniral position, shift hep army in all
directions if she wants to attack in the
region of Bukowina or_ Siebenburgen
or the Danube. For the Russiar. march
thru Roumania, the railway line Kis-
chinew-Galatz is available, From herc
the Russian army, whese goal is Bul-
garia, would probhably have to march
afoot thru Dobrudja.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 30.—The Russians
have captiured Panker Mountain, in the
Carpathians, on the Humz‘:xri:m.hor(im',
the war office annomunced. today.

The official statement says ’

“Western (Russian) front : In an air
hattle over the region north of Dvinsk,
one of our machines brought down a Cer-
man Fokker in the epemy lines,

“On the upper Sereth, the enemy aft-
\nmp;r-ri to resume the offensive, but
was repelled by our fire,

“An enemy attack on the River By-
stritza was repelled by our troopsy?

“In the Carpathians, west of Nadvorna,
our troops captured the Village of Rafa-
lov, on the Bystritza, and the Panker
Mountain, on the Hungarian border. Our
lroops are at a distance of between 23
and 30 versts (18 miles) from the Hun-

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Toronto Sportsman' Has Very
 Poor Opinion

Resting Place of General
4 Mercer.

A well-known Toronto sportsman
who is a sergeant in the Canadian
Army Medical Corps, writes to a
Toronto friend from a dressing stution
close to where the Canadians are do-
ing their big work, He says in purt:
“We have moved our abode singe last
I wrote and are now right close up to
the front. There is a military cemetery
just behind us and Major General
Mercer is buried there, also Lieut.
Hazen, son of the minister of marine,

“Gen, Mercer's grave is just a plain
soldiet's resting place, the same as any
vordinary soldier would get, with the
same little wooden cruss bearing a
small aluminum plate reading ‘Major-
General M. 8. Mercer, C.B., killed in
action, June, 1916’. That is ail
there i to denote that a
famous soldier and vne who was
universally liked, is laid to rest there,

“One comes ac some very
pathetic incidents at times in these
burfal grounds. Last Sunday in a
small plot I saw a grave bearing the
inscription, ‘In memory of fan un-
known British soldier who fell on the
field of honor.’ :

“The Canadian boys are sporis at
all times. " They ,pever forget the
games they learned in peace. times.
We actually played a game of cricket
last month when heavy shells were
dropping less than a quarter of a mile
away, and it is quite a common thing
to be playing some game with hostile
aircraft overhead. You know we gel
80 hardened to hearing and seeing
these things that they gradually be-
come part of our dally life, and we
treat them with contempt until per-
haps they hit something which is
perilously near, and then we get ihe
‘win’ up’ for a while, but It is soon
over and we carry, on the same
again,”

Referring to the death of
& well - known Toronto  soccer
player, he laments the fact that Can-
ada’s best is giving up its life's blood
on the fields of Flanders. ;

“It's a crime that such young, heal-
thy and promising fellows as he should
be mown down by a bunch of bar-
barous fiends as those Huns are. The
Hun on land or sea is no good to any-
body. He is far more valuable dead
than alive and is so callous that he
would ‘suck “bulls’ eyes” at his moth~
er's funeral and think ‘twas all in the
day’s work. But what gets my goat
is that when they are taken prisoners
‘they try to kid you that they are the
finest fellows op earth, and sometimes
they almost have you believing that
they are not so bad after all.

“They will smile and offer you sou-
venirs and shower thanks on you if
you give them a cigarette and say
‘Engleesh goot,’ but if there happens
to be about six Huns to one of our

. fellows they will soon show you how

much they think of the ‘Engleesh,’ and
in double-quick time,

“I heard of a case during a mix-up |
& little while back with the Canadians,
where one of our medical officers was 1
dressing the wounds of a sergeant.-
major in the trenches. The latter, see-
ing the Germans coming straight for
them, emptied his revolver into the
horde. The dirty Huns pulled the
wounded man and the brave doctor
out of the ‘trenches and promptly des-
patched them with bayonets, I knew
‘the medical officer quite well, as he
was working in the same hospital with
me when we first landed in England,
He was a typical Canadian, a prince
of good fellows.

“We have had a good many prisoners
pass thru our hands, and they are a
disheveled, starved bunch of bums,
Also, they always recelve Just the same
treatment as our own boys.”

MALTREATED SHERIFF
FOR RESCUING NEGRO

Ohio Official Seriously Wounded
and Forced to Act as Guide.

LIMA, 0., Aug. 30.—Enraged at the
success of Sheriff Sherman Eley in spir-
iting Charles Daniels, a negro accused
of assaulting Mrs, John Barber, young
wife of a prominent farmer, out of their
reach early this evening, a mob tonight
captured the sheriff, serfously wounded
him, placed a noose around his neck, and
forced him to direct a cortege of 100 au-
tomobiles into the rough country north of
this city, where, it
negro prisoner has been hidden. The
motor mob with Sheriff Eley was not
located at.a late hour.

Mrs. Barber was slashed with a razor
and beaten into unconsciousness, It is
thought that she will die,

MILITARY FUNERAL.

The funeral of Pte, Robert Thomp-
son of the 216th Bantam Battalion,
who 'died in the base hospital on Ger-
rard street last Monday night, will be
held this afternoon from the under-
taking parlors of MeGill Bros.,, West
Bloor street, with interment at the
Necropolis. The funeral will he mili-
tary and the service will he conducted
by Capt. Canon Dixon. A firing
party and escort from the 216th Bat-
talion will come down on the
train from Camp Borden, Lieut.-Col.
B. H. Brown of the 220th Battalion
has offered the services of the batta-
lion band for the oecasion. The only
thing lacking to make the funera:
complete military is a gun carriage,
there being no such conveyance in To-
ronto at present.

Pte. Thompson had heen ill for sev-
