TORONTO, Aug. 29—A joint deputa­
tion, representing the city of London and 
the county of Middlesex, waited on Mr.

The building is expected 
to coet $15,000, and the claim of aid is 
based on the act of laat session, pledging 
assistance to .such institutions when ap­
proved by the government, whether built 
by one or a union of municipalities.

It is possible that the counties of Elgin 
and Oxford may join in the scheme aSo, 
and in that event the proposition will be 
enlarged.

It is learned that the committee recently

4- Thafc the manna] training departmestbsof 
the city schools is proving a great eucoeea 
is evidenced by the talk now of establish­
ing schools in the north and west ends. 
This department opened on Tuesday in 
the building on Waterloo street. To a 
Times man who visited the school yester­
day, Dr. Bridges said that es the pupils 
in north and west ends were not included 
in the present arrangement, the likelihood 
was that schools in those portions of the 
city would be opened next year. “The 
present school does not include the north 
and west ends,” said the inspector, “as we 
have to start on a small scale. Next year, 
probably, it will necessitate schools in the 
north and west ends, having this for the 
central school.”

The manual training department Ss inf 
charge of Hedley V. Hayes, and even dur­
ing the few days the school has been 
open, Mr. Hayes feels very much en­
couraged at the outlook. The visit showed 
a room that was, truly a modem carpenter 
shop. There are twenty-two benches, each 
of which is provided with the following 
tools: spokeahave, gouge, square, jack- 
plane, back saw, mallet and brush for 
cleaning off the top of the bench. In one 
end of the room is a row of various kinds 
of saws, braces, screw drivers, bite, awls, 
chisels and claw-hammers. There is also 
a fine large locker in which is kept the 
work of the classes. Then, on a shelf, are 
ranged many specimens of hard and soft 
wood in rought and finished states. 
There is the tree trunk—sawn in short 
lengths, halved and planed, showing the 
grain to good advantage.

There is also a large bench for general 
work. The pupils are taught, best, to 
draw, so that everything attempted in the 
line of carpentry may be first planned 
out, the pupils making their own blue 
prints. Mr. Hayes showed the Times man 
a number of baggage tags, the result of 
the first day’s work. They are very credit­
able, indeed, and show what can be done 
evenin a short space of time.

An inspection of work . done by Mr. 
Hayes, such as dove tailing, mortise work, 
inlaid work, glue joining, etc., would, 
clearly convince one that the school is 
under a very efficient instructor.

A wrong conception is held of manual 
training, Mr. Hayes believes. It is not, 
he points out, to make the pupils carp­
enters that they are instructed, but it is 
considered rather an essential part of the 
lad’s education. This will be better evid­
enced, he believes, as time goes on.

The school yesterday was e, miniature 
hive of industry.

The domestic science room is not yet 
ready. It is in the hands of carpenters 
and tinsmiths, and is expected to be in 
shape for opening next week. This de­
partment is under the care of Miss Bart­
lett, a graduate of the McDonald School, 
of Guelph, Ontario.

To the Times man who ventured in, 
Mies Bartlett kindly explained the out­
fitting of the room. The pupils will find 
that they will want for nothing to com­
plete the make up of an up-to-date kitch­
en. There are two rows of tables for 
working. Each has a compartment hold­
ing all the utensils necessary. Then there 
are gas jets at each table, on which is an 
attachment for light cooking. In all there 
are ten burners, one for each two pupils. 
At one end of the room are two ranges, 
one coal and the other a gas range. These 
are for the heavy cooking. Splendid large 
sinks are also provided near the ranges. 
Nicely finished cupboards are provided 
for the supply 'of crockery, china, glass­
ware, etc., below which are compartments 
for the necessary pots, pans, kettles, etc. 
The supplies are provided for by a very 
nice closet in which are two patent swing­
ing receptacles for flour and sugar, and 
then there is a big refrigerator for meat, 
fowls, etc. To the Times man Miss Bart­
lett said that some had the impression 
that it was a cooking school, which was 
erroneous. The cooking was merely a 
branch of domestic science which she wae 
to teach. For this year she would be con­
fined to a short course of home nursing 
and care of the home, besides the cooking.

A full course, Miss Bartlett said, would 
embody, besides the subjects she is teach­
ing this year, physiology, chemistry, bot­
any, sanitation, such as lighting, plumb­
ing of the home, care with foods, etc. 
Sewing is also an important branch Miss 
Bartlett says. Asked to what purpose 
the cooking would be put, Miss Bartlett 
said that there would not be a sufficient 
quantity of any one thing made up to dis­
pose of. Domestic science also will prob­
ably branch out next year, as, like the 
manual training school, north and west 
ends are not included. Miss Bartlett told 
the Times man that she believed next 
year north end and west end would have 
schools of their own.

That the transmission of so much blood 
was possible without clotting was due to 
a method recently discovered by Dr. Wm. 
Crile, of Cleveland, Ohio. Inability of the 
surgeons to eliminate the air entirely al­
ways resulted in clots forming at the in­
cisions. Dr. Crile’s apparatus is known as 
the metal cannula, a tube about one-six­
teenth of an inch in diameter, over the 
ends of which the veins fit tightly and 
firmly.

LONDON, Aug. 31—Mlle. G. Renaudet, 
a noted writer on scientific subjects and 
member of the Astronomical Society, who 
has been observing the comet of 1907 from 
the Juviay Observatory in France, has 
formed an opinion of what would happen 
in the event that this comet, which is de­
scribed as a great puff of wind, of fantas­
tic shape, about 20,000,000 miles in length, 
should collide with the earth.
