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REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1873,

In presenting the usual Yearly Report, your Committe has
great pleasure in being able to announce considerable increase
in the amount raised by the congregation during the past twelve
months, for Missionary and Educational purposes, over that
raised in any former year, and an increase also in the number
of contributors.

The Missionary collectors received during the year $1278.14,
including 81.55 contributed for the special purpose of evangel-
istic work in the city: as compared with $1021.80, the amount
raised in this way during the previous year. To this have to be
added two special donations of $50 each, one by Mr. William
Gordon for Foreign Missions, and the other by another member
of the congregation, for Home Missions ; likewise, the collection
taken up at the last annual Missionary Meeting, in December,
1872, $22.82, and that received at the Anniversary Services f
Sabbath, last, amounting to $81.20, making a total of 1482.71,
from which, however, the expenses, $21.80, connect ad with the
last annual Missionary Meetings have to be deducted, leaving
$1460.91 available for distribution among the various objects.

‘The Sabbath Schools connected with the congregation have
contributed for similar objects $233.17, being $153.38 by the
school meeting in the church, $47.64 by the Sherbourne Street
school, and $32.15 by the Caer Howell Street school. The
apportionment of these moneys will be found under the Report

of the sevsral schools.
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
