ORONTO, Dec. 2.—Ontario has decided to try government
control in the matter of liquor sales after a ten year period of
prohibitory law. The battle of the ballots, waged yesterday after
six weeks of vigorous campaigning, is over and the casualties are
chiefly on the side of those who championed the Ontario Temper-
ance Act, which since 1916 has permitted the legal sale of liquors
only on doctors’ prescriptions. The Conservative government,
led by Hon. G. Howard Ferguson, decided to jettison this act and
zo to the country an a proposal to introduce government sale of
liquor to permit holders over 21 years of age.

All the conservative ministers were
re-elected with the single exception of
Hon. D. Jamieson, minister without
portfolio who lost in South Grey to
Farquhar Oliver, Progressive, aged 21
years, and a nephew of Premier Oliv-

| er of British Columbia. '

PARTY LEADERS ELECTED

All the party leaders were elected,
W. E. Raney, chief of the Progres- |
sives getting in with a majority Pf
only 44 in Prince Edward which in
the referendum of 1924 showed a dry
majority running into the thousands.
Two religious leaders, Rev. W. G.
Martin, in Brantford, and Rev A. C.
Calder, in Xent West, were elected as
supporters of the government.

All the big cities went with the
zovernment, Toronto returning a sol-
id contingent of 15 members with
overwhelming majorities.

OHANNESBURG, S.A., Dec, 2—
' there is no question now of seces-

sion, no question of republicanism, no
comstitutional question of any kind
like that raised in the past,” declared
Hon, Tielman Roos, Minister of Jus-
tice in the South African government,
in a speech last night, in which he
referred to the recent Imperial con-
ference in London.

“We fully accept what has been
given us by the British government,”
the Minister of Justice continued. “The
relations now existing between South
Africa and the rest of the British Em-
pire, are permanent.”
