FREDERICTON, April 15.—Hydro

of the River Saint John Electric De-

| veloping Co., Ltd., was given consider-

ation by the corporations committee,
with Col. W. 8. Harrison, M. L. A.
for Saint John, in the chair. Final de-
cision was' set over until next week.

The sponsors of the bill include Ar-
chibald Fraser, John E. Stewart, Mur-
chie L. Stewart, Avard E. Whitman
and several others, and they seek auth-
ority to erect a dam about 18 miles be-
low the Grand Falls, the estimated
cost being in the vicinity of $200,000.
By this, it is hoped to generate about
16,000° horsepower.

ONE YEAR LIMIT

The final section of the act sets out
that the rights granted shall accrue
only if actual construction work on the
dam be commenced within a year after
approval and only after actual con-
struction work be commenced on a
transmission line to Fredericton. The
company is to be incorporated for
$100,000. An important engineering
point involved is the back flowage that
would be caused and its effect on the
Grand Falls development under the In-
ternational Paper Company.
