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ME CUR FARE
this is one of the most powerful pho­
tographic instruments in the world. 
It is one of four instruments in con­
stant use at the Harverd station at 
Arequipa.

The 2,000 newly discovered nebulae 
are mostly too far south for observa­
tion at the observatories of North 
America, but Bally of them are rela­
tively conspicuous and important.

Of the new variable stars discovered 
during the summer on plates made at 
Arequipa some were found by the ob­
servers in South America and some by 
the workers at Harvard on old plates. 
One of the variables, discovered by 
Professor S. I. Bailey, is important, be­
cause It Is extremely faint, like the 
variables in the globular clusters, but 
nearly a degree away from the near­
est cluster, which suggests that these 
variable stars are escaping from the 
clusters.

The Arequipa station is situated in 
Peru at an altitude of 8,000 feet. The 
work there is In charge of Professor 8. 
I. Bailey, who played a.prominent part 
in the establishment of the station over 
thirty years ago, and served as acting 
director of the observatory in Cam­
bridge during the Interval between the 
death of Professor E. C. Pickering in 
1919 and the appointment last year of 
Professor Harlow Shapley as his suc­
cessor.

Professor Bailey has recently taken a 
large number of photographs at Are­
quipa for the study of the motions of 
the stars and the variations in their 
light. He has made several exposures 
extending over two nights with the 
Bruce telescope. Single photographs 
taken with this powerful instrumept 
frequently show more than 600,000 
stars. In the clouds of stars in the con­
stellation Sagittarius, recent Harvard 
plates show the individual stars to be 
so extraordinarily numerous that the

Harvard Astronomers Study 
Photographic Plates of the 
Southern Milky Way — 
Nebulae Found.

No Fee Charged Regular 
Employes for Rainy-Day 
Convenience — Loans Re­
corded on Time Cards.

Ottawa, Oct. 12—Estimating that in 
the next five years the Ottawa Electric 
Railway Company should lay eighteen 
miles of new track extensions and add 
forty-seven new cars to Its equipment, 
U. M. Feustel, street railway consulting 
expert, makes some highly important 
recommendations In his report.

The report from Mr. Feustel was 
taken up at a meeting in the mayor’s 
office. His services may cost the cor­
poration $20,000, that amount having 
been appropriated for this purpose.

The report of Mr. Feustel deals 
chiefly with operating revenue of the 
street railway comphny and expenses, 
returns on Investment, expense per mile 
In operations, passenger revenue, num­
ber of passengers carried, and covers 
the period from 1892 to 1921.

In his report Mr. Feustel estimates 
that for the next live years the city’s 
agreement shoûld provide for the 'Ot­
tawa Electric Railway laying eighteen 
miles of extensions, which he finds are 
urgently required. He also makes the 
very important finding that It is pos­
sible for the company to maintain a 
five cent fare and secure an adequate 
revenue.

Mr. Feustel reported that his. in­
vestigations revealed a steady increase 
in the patronage of street cars in Ot­
tawa. Ottawa now ranking second 
among titles Investigated by Mr. 
Feustel’e staff. The patronage in this 
city was 886 rides per capita per 
among the trolley-riding public. To­
ronto was first, with 860 rides per 
capita a year.

ing photographic plates made In Peru 
at the Arequipa station of the Harvard 
College Observatory, Harvard astron­
omers have discovered during the sum­
mer more than 2,000 nebulae, several 
new variable stars, and one nova or 
new star, and have now measured for 
the first time the distance and site of 
the Large Magellanic Cloud, a cloud- 
like group of stars and nebulae visible 
from the southern hemisphere and re­
sembling in appearance the Milky 
Way.

This Magellanic Cloud, which is be­
lieved to be a sort of small universe 
In itself, separate from the Milky Way. 
system of stars of which our own solar 
system is a comparatively Infinitesimal 
part, proves to be of staggering dimen­
sions. Its distance from the earth, 
while not the greatest distance ever 
measured by astronomers, Is so Im­
mense as to be almost beyond human 
powers of comprehension, being 110,000 
light years. A light year is six tril­
lion miles, the distance traveled In a 
year’s time by light, which covers 
186,000 miles In a single second.

The linear diameter of the cloud has 
been found to be about 15,000 light 
years. This is determined by finding 
the distance, which observers work out 
by complicated methods Involving spec­
troscopic studies, and then measuring 
the apparent site of the cloud as It ap­
pear» on photographic plates made at 
Arequipa.

Photometric measures of the stars In 
the large magellanic cloud make It pos­
sible, now that their distance Is known, 
to find their actual candle power. This 
work is still in progress at Harvard,

; but preliminary results would seem to 
show that this cloud contains many 

i stars which are actually far brighter 
; than any we have yet discovered in our 
i stellar system, although of course they 
! appear very faint on account of their 
Immense distance. Hundreds of these 
stars are found to exceed the brlght- 

; ness of the sun by 10,000 times.
Photometric Investigations are being 

continued at Cambridge in order to get 
a more precise measure of the distance 
of the cloud by other methods than the 
spectroscopic method provisionally
