“We are too, highly civilized” said 
Dr. Cameron, and proceeded to show , 
what fine large teeth and wide palate the i 
skull had, because it was that of an 
Esquimau whose delicacies consisted of 
tough “whale blubber,” rather than choc­
olates. Civilized races today were los­
ing their teeth because they were forget­
ting how to chew, and palates 
shrinking. He pointed out that the Es­
quimau had the finest intellectual 'fore­
head in the world, tiie specimen in ques­
tion being particularly expansive.

Dr. Cameron next spoke of the days 
when Nova Scotia was completely cover­
ed by a great ice sheet or glacier, point­
ing out that ample -proof of that could 
be seen in the heavy striations in the 
slate rock at Point Pleasant Park caused 
by the scraping of the icp.

It was along glacier edges that the 
Esquimau hail hunted with their rude

maux brought one face to face with the 
past, for they were the type corres­
ponding to the men of the stone age be­
fore metals were discovered.
