In
this connection, the king referred to a
telegram he had received from Premier
Borden, conveying his congratulations to
the king and queen on the remarkable
success of the visit of the prince and the
wonderful impression the heir to the
British throne had made on the people
by his untiring labors and
charm of manner.

Certain Milling Intererts And Seu.e
Montreal Baxers

Says There ‘May be Action
Against Hundred or More—
Protest Against Lower Mill
Feeds And Dearer Flour

Ottawa, Dec. 4—That a conspiracy
had been unearthed between certain mill-
ing interests and some bakers in Mont-
real which might lead to action being
taken against from 100 to 125 persons,
was a statement by Commissioner W. F.
O’Connor, K. C., of the board of com-
merce, to a deputation of master bak-
ers yesterday afternoon. Flour had been
sold to bakers, he asserted, with the
agreement that a certain fixed minimum
price should be charged to the consum-
er.

The deputation protested against a de-
crease in the cost of mill feeds and an
increase in the cost of flour, which they
said would mean increasing the price of
bread. It was argued that despatches
had intimated that the board of com-
merce was seeking to reduce the cost of
mill feeds and thus add ninety cents a
barrel to the cost of flour.

Commissioner O’Connor declared that
the board of commerce had nothing to
do with the cost of mill feed. The board
was not a price fixing organization.

QUEBEC MUST TAKE
AGTION 0 KEEP UP
ITS APPLE ORCHARDS

Montreal, Dec. 4—A somewhat mel-
ancholy outlook for the apple growing
industry of the province of Quebec was
shown yesterday at the annual meeting
of the Pomological and Fruit Growing
Association of the province, which op-
ened at MacDonald College, Ste. Anne
dé Bellvue. The president, C. E. Petch,
strongly urged a vigorous policy of re-
plantation of the depleted orchards of
the province. He showed that whereas
in 1911 there were 2,112,647 apple trees
in the province the census of 1919 showed
ouly 1,162,965 trees, a total loss of nearly
a million trees.

This loss, he said, had started with the
tent caterpillar plague in 1914, which de-
nuded the province of many thousands
of trees. Then came the terrible winter
of 1917-18, which killed many thousands
more, while its effects were still being
shown in the continued mortality among
the apple trees.

BRITAIN 10 GARRY
OUT TERMS WHETHER
THE UNITED STATES
RATIFIES OR NOT

Paris, Dec. 4—(Havas)—Terms of the
tri-partite treaty guaranteeing France
against unprovoked attack by Germany,
will be carried out by Great Britain re-
gardless of whether the United States,
the other participant, ratifies the pact,
according to newspapers here, which
state that negotiations to this end have
been almost completed between the Brit-
ish and French governments.

Under the terms of the treaty it would
become operative when both Great Brit-
ain and the United States ratified it. The
former has already acted favorably on
the convention, but it has never been
submitted to the United States Senate
by President Wilson.
