Toronto, June 13—Frank McCullough, 

an Oswego, N. Y, county farm lad, was 
hanged at the jail here this morning for 
the murder of Detective Williams.

Demonstrations of sympathizers and 
curious people continued all night out­
side the jail Between midnight and 2 
a. m. the crowds were quite turbulent. 
Reserves of mounted and foot police were 
called out, for it was feared that an at­
tempt to rescue the condemned man 
might be made.

In the rush that followed the arrival 
of the police one mounted constable was 
knocked from his horse with a brick. 
Several arrests were made.

Toronto, June 13—The execution took 
place at 7.57 a. m. and jail officials say 
that McCullough went to his death with 
a smile on his face, calmly praying for 
himself and for the chaplain, Rev. Bert­
ram Nelles, who attended him during 
his incarceration.
