Assisting Negroes to Wed
The French Anti-Slavery Society has 

just issued a remarkable manifesto, which 
at first sight would séem to show its ac­
tion in a etrange light. It asks for more 
money in order to be able to buy young 
negresses. For an anti-elavery society to 
enter into such commerce may cause sur­
prise, but an explanation is readily forth­
coming. The society considers that it has 
done its duty in the matter of securing 
the repression of slave gangs and slave 
traders, and1 it is thought thkt the occup­
ation of Morocco and Tripoli will put a 
final touch to the work that has been 
tied on for nearly 100 years.

In the circumstances, therefore, it was 
asked in what manner the society should 
continue to act - It Was pointed out' that 
one of the chief obstacles which still repre­
sented themselves to the happiness of the 
liberated negro was his inability to mar­
ry. It was reported that thé young neg­
roes remained unmarried until middle age, 
not being able to put by enough money 
to buy a wife, and even then, through 
sharp bargaining, the husband was rather 
at the mercy of the wife's parents. Accord­
ingly it was proposed that the funds of 
the society should be devoted to the en­
couragement or marriage by giving the ne­
cessary #40 to. young negroes —1 money 
which would allow them to enter into 
matrimony. A charity bazaar last year 
produced nearly- $5,000, 'and by this means 
the happiness of 110 couples was assured 
The plan has shown such success that 
there are now demands for more funds.

Discoloration,, mould and often unsightly 
looking rents are made by the accumulat­
ing of water between paper and ceiling, 
caused by leaks of unsound roofs or dis­
ordered bathrooms.
