BBAZILLIAN AFFAIRS.

The Chnreh and State to be Separated.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, Dec, 13.—A cablegram from 
a reliable source received yesterday says 
the Brazilian government proposes to 
separate the church from the state. Un­
der the Monarchy the established relig­
ion was Roman Catholic but the constitu­
tion guaranteed toleration of their relig­
ions so far as the performance of worship 
was concerned, in buildings provided for 
the purpose, but not without the exterior 
of the churches, the Roman Catho­
lic clergy 
institutions were maintained by an 
annual cost exceeding the cost of 
public education.

Could not 
say where Mr. Gerow went.

Knew nothing of the strychnine what­
ever, or of the combs. Was present at 
the search of Messrs Barker’s premises a 
week ago last Monday evening, There 
was present the Solicitor General, De­
tective Ring, W. B. Gerow, W. 8. Barker, 
H. W. Barker, F. Spittle, H. Peters and 
myself. The cases were piled quite high 
and these were gradually moved. The 
first lot of combs were found between 
the cases as was also the last lot. 
The last lot dropped down to 
the floor. The combs Jwere found 
not more than two or three feet 
apart and an interval of about ten min­
utes. We began searching at that par­
ticular pot in consequence of the finding 
of a comb at this spot No one pointed 
ont a particular spot that evening. It 
were aboutS or 10 feet from the south eas 
corner that we began the search. There 
was about 18 combs found; (combs shpwn) 
recognized the combs. The search oc­
cupied about half or three quarters of an

All the cases were removed that even­
ing. Have seen McDonald coming from 
the attic. Could not say on what date. It 
was towards evening ; he had a bottle 
with him I think. His duties might take 
him there. Some of the cases in the 
attic would be moved very seldom, 
others not at all. McDonald has asked 
me concerning goods in the attic. Could 
not call to mind his remarks. The search
