Dear Sir,—As there has been a lot'
of strange statements rumored, and
also a note or two which appeared in
last week’s issue ¢oncerning our hard
experience seented so ridiculons, I feel
prompted to give you my statement
80 near to the thing as I can go, and
I hope it will be effectual in ending a
lot of talk that is going around.
