THE SUN AND THE PROVINGIAL GOVERN-
NENT.

The remarkable interest which the
Sun is taKing in-provincial politics is the
subject of a good deal of comment and
excites some surprise. The Sun is, or
claims to be the organ of the Dominion
goverfiment in 8t. John, and yet its pol-
icy has been such as to ereate opposition
to-the government rather than to make
friends for it. So long as local politics
are ot run on Dominion lines it is
obviously the duty of government
organs like the BSun to avoid
local contests which cannot pos-
gibly ‘be of the slightest advantage to
the government, if won, and which in
any case must raise up enemies against it.
It is true that we have certain St. John
politicians  going  about and whisper-
ing to each other respecting the great ad-
vantages the Conservative party would
derive it it had the control of the pro-
vingial government. In-answer to them
it'is ofily necessary to point out that the
present provincial government is more
Conservative than Liberal, and counts
among its supporters more Conserva-
tives than Liberals, Can any sane man
suppose that if Mr. Blair’s government
was defeated, a government composed
of such men as Silas Alward, A.
A. Stockton, George F. Gregory, Harry
McKeown, Dr. Atkinson, and Mr. Porter
of Victoria, would assist the Dominion
government in the next general election?
Yet this is the kind of government that
would replace the Blair adminstration
should the latter be defeated. In the
recent Victoria election,the Globe esp
ed the cause of Mr. Porter becaunse Mr.
Porter is a Grit. The Globe was very
particular to stale the grounds upon
which it supported the Opposition man
from Victoria, so that neither the Sun
nor anyone else had any excuse for be-
ing deceived. Mr. Baird, the candidate
of the provincial government, is a Con-
servative, and not only so but
he is the strongest supporter that
the Honorable John Costigan, Minis-
ter of Inland Revenue, has in the
county of Victoria, Yet the best efforts
of the Sun, at the recent election, were
used to defeat Mr. Baird and at its in-
stance two prominent Grits from St.
John Messrs. Alward and Stockton,
were gent to Victoria county to assist
in the campaign against him. The
same ‘eloquent voices thatin 1887 were
heard in every ward and parish in St.
Jobn, county denouncing the “cor-
ruption” of the “Tory” government and
the “iniquity” of 8ir John A. Macdon-
ald, from the public platform, were last
month applying the same epithets to
Mr. Blair and demanding the rejection
of Mr. Baird, his candidate. Yet the
Sun approved and applauded those
attacks on  Mr. Baird by thetwo
to wandering Grits, although it - must
have known that Mr. Baird was a Con-
servative long before the Sun came into
existence. The Sun approved the at-
tacks of Messrs. Alward and Stockton,
on the Tobique Valley Railway and de-
scribed it as a means of corruption in
that county. Yet the Sun must have
known that this railway was purely a
Dominion enterprise, and that those in-
terested in 1ts comstruction are the
friends and supporters of the Dominion
government. This course may appear to
be good policy in the eyes of the persons
who control the Sun but to all others it
seems the height of folly. When another
Dominion election comes round Messrs.
Alward, Stockton and McKeown will be
found denouncing the Dominion govern-
ment on every platform in this county
and Mr. Porter will be working against
a Dominion minister in Victoria, yet the
Sun gives these Grits its countenance
and support and denounces as corrupt
every person who has’'a word to say
against its new friends.

A'NEW KIND _ﬂﬂlECll‘HM:lTY-

The Grits who have been howling
lustily for reciprocity ,with the United
States and censuring the government of
Canada because it has not been success-
ful in obtaining a reciprocity treaty,
will be greatly disgusted with Senator
Aldrich for exposing the hollowness of
the pretence that the people of the
United States will make a reciprocity
treaty withus on any fair terms, Mr
Blaine has been recently talking a good
deal about reciprocity but it is reciprocity
with the countries of South America for
which he is most concerned, and re-
ciprocity with Canada finds no particular
favor in his eyes or in the eyes
of his friends. The net result of the con-
ferences of the senate finance commit-
tee on the question of adding a recipro-
city clause to the tariff bill was the in-
troduction of two amendments by Sena-
tor Aldrich. One of the amendments is
in the shape of a new section, stating
that the exemptions from duty of sugar,
molasses, tea and hides are made with
a view to secure reciprocal trade with
countries producing thcse articles,and it
authorizes the president to suspend, by
proclamation, the provisions of law for
the free introduction of sugar, molasses,
coffee, tea and hides, the product of
countries whose laws may be re-
ciprocally unequal and unjust. The
duties on ‘sugars are to'be fixed
as under existing law; the duty
on coffee is to be 3 cents a pound, on tea
10 cents a pound and on hides 1} cents
a pound. The second amendment is a
proviso to the fish paragraph, and it
subjects fish to a duty of only 1} cents a
pound when exported from or the pro-
duct of any country whenever and only
so long as American fishing vessels shall
be admitted into all the ports of such
country to purchase supplies, including
bait, and to land fish for shipmentin
bond to the United® States, without re-
straint. !
