The Sultan states that the state-
‘ment has pained him very much, as
the carrying out of the reforms is a
matter already decided upon by him, a.nd
further, that he is desirous of executing
them. as .soon. as possible. He then
proceeds as follows: ‘I have already toid
my ministers  this, and the only reason
why Lord Salisbury should thus throw
doubts on my. intentions must be:.due
to the intrigues of eertain persons there
or elsewhere, or false statements must
have been made -to cause such an opin-
jon.”
