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Local Produce Will Be Handled 
in Victoria by Associa-disadvantage in distance from that 

possessed by Prince Rupert, the ter­
minus of the G. T. P. The possibilities 
for ferry connection with the Mainland 
at that point are also excellent, so that 
the port has many advantages in its 
favor.

The timber resources of the Island 
and the Mainland "within easy reach 
of Hardy Bay are the very greatest. 
Even at the present time the main 
supply of timber for the Vancouver 
mills comes from points which would 
be more easily tributary to Hardy Bay, 
and the product would be readily 
available for the new line of railway to 
be built through the Yellow Head Pass 
across the middle of the province to 
that port.

Another advantage which this port 
would possess for the C. P. R. would 
be that it would give an opportunity 
to that company to come into more di­
rect competition with the G. T. P. than 
could now be the case. Hardy Bay 
would be in position to draw trade 
from the Queen Charlotte Islands and 
the northern coast on a more equitable 
bases as compared with Prince Rupert 
than could possibly be the case with 
the Vancouver terminus.

The C. P. R. has given attention 
within the past year to the north, and 
within the past few weeks has fully 
investigated the opportunities 
trade there.

The indications point to early con­
struction by the C. P. R. a line to 
connect with their existing system 
south of Edmonton, and give an outlet 
on the Pacific at Hardy Bay.

Hardy Bay is agz.in in the public eye 
oiling to the fact that water front lots 
are changU*g hands;. A large portion of 
the low lying lands at the extreme end 
of the harbor are being bonded from 
present owners. These lands are being 
acquired, it is safe to say, for one of 
the large corporations seeking terminal 
facilities on 1 he Ps eifle Coast. At first 
it was reported that the G. T. P. was 
the company concerned, but this is re­
garded as ve-y improbable.

Winnipeg, March 25.—The mysterious 
murder of a Galician named Alex. Ozanac 
on Saturday afternoon last, a few miles 
north of Teuton, Man., has been cleared 
up by the arrest by Chief Constable 
Baker, of Selkirk, of Wasyl Andrejezuk, 
another Galician, who is now lodged in 
the provincial jail here, and has confessed 
that he slew Ozanac in cold blood because 
the latter had informed on him to the 
chief game guardian for shooting moose 
out of season.

Ozanac. who lived five miles north of 
Teuton, drove Into town 
afternoon with a toad of wood, 
the same time the murderer, who lives 
thirteen miles further north, delivered a 
toad of wood to a Galician family named 
Wussuk, four miles north of 
Hearing his victim was in town, he wait­
ed on the lonely trail till the latter ap­
peared on his ox sled. An altercation en­
sued, which ended in Ozanac being club­
bed to death with the butt end of a rifle.

The murderer then dragged the body 
into the bush and returned to the Wussuk 
house and told Mrs. Wussuk it was the 
last time Ozanac would inform on him. 
A man named Charles Clifford met the 
derelict ox team and later saw the mur­
derer wiping blood from his clothes in the 
snow, thus leading to his arrest.

Toronto Firm of Wholesale Clothiers 
Has Assigned. South Amboy, N. Y., March 25.—An 

attempt to wreck the new Pennsyl­
vania railroad bridge over the Rari­
tan river between this city and south 
Amboy was made early to-day.
