This Seé.son Has Been a Successful
One for the Yukon River
Steamers.

Plenty of Food at Dawson—News from
the Mines of Southeastern
Alaska.

-

The big crowd of Klondikers brought
out by the fleet of uppér Yukon steam-
ers, and which has filled the Lyrn canal
cities for the past two weeks, has been
thinned out, and the last bunch, sav-
ing perhaps a few stragglers, will reach
here to-morrow by the steamers City of
Seattle and by the Danube, due on the
day following. The steamer Dirigo,
Capt. Roberts, which arrived early this
morning, brouzht over c¢ne hundred
Dawsonians, and seventy odd pilgrims
from the Southeastern Alaskan coast.
Among the Dawsonians were a number
of those who came up the river on the
steamer FKlora, the last vessel to leave
Dawson this season, which left on No-
vember 8th. Among these was Mr.
Fahontaine, agent of the ‘Hmpire iline
of river steamers, the ‘Moran fieet. He
brings news that no apprehension need
be felt for they of the mining district
this winter on the score of shortness of
food, for there is plenty of ‘“‘muck-a-
muck” at Dawson, and lots of beef was
met going in on scows. Then, too, the
population of the Klondike metropolis
is decreasing considerably, for besides
the throng who ‘rushed out for the win-
ter, band after band of miners are mi-
grating to the camps on the American
side, chiefly to Eagle and Nation ecities.
Then, too, there is no need to worry
over the small-pox scare, he says, for
after investigating matters he found
there was no ground for the statement
that there was any danger of a small-
pox cpidemic, 'The sanitation of Daw-
son is, however, none too good, and the
number of typhoid cases has not .de-
creased. There are large numbers suf-
fering from that disease, but, the agent
says, winter will in all probability
stamp out that sickress.

When Mr. Fahontaine left Dawson
two or three other steamers were ex-
pected from St. Michaels. The Victoria
arrived with a fair ‘targo og September
3Gth, and the Seattle was expected
from - Circle City with a cargo of pro-
visions from the stores there, and the
St. Michaels from the port after which
she was named. It was expected that
all would reach Dawscn, for' although!

“While no great new discoveries 'hm'e
been made in that district, ,the people
who have prospects have been opening
them up, and it is only a matter of a
year or two until they. will be putting
up stamp mills. The Mellen Mining
and Manufacturing Company has a
number of claims ‘on the extension ot
our ledges on Berner Bay, and is put-
ting up a twenty-stamp mill. Colonel
Darrell and Mr. Snyder are doing con-
siderable work on the  continuation of
the : Julian ledge on Berner Bay, and
have a mill and compressor ready to
sled in over the snow. The-Julian mill
has been running all summer, The
Bald Eagle’s four stamps and the Sum
Dum Chief’s ten stamps bave been run-
ping, and both mines are showing up
well. -

“On Berner Bay we have the first
steam railroad built in Alaska after
that in the Treadwell mine to the mill
and wharf, with four switchbacks and
an verage grade of 6 per cent. The
rcew mills at the Treadwell apd the
Mexican mines are nearly finished, giv-
ing a total of mearly 1,000 stamps on
Douglas island.”

SMELTING LEAD ORE.

An Outline of Difficulties in the Way—
Suggested Solutions.

Mr. Hugh Sutherland, manager of
the Evening Star and Columbia mines
near Slocan City, is in the city, staying
at the Phair, says the Nelson Miner.
He reports that his properties. are look-
ing well. three shifts of men are work-
ing and the new. steam plant at the
Evening Star is giving every satisfac-
tion. As an owner of silver-lead pro-
perties, . Mr. Sutherland is,mtgrally very
much interested in the. question of the
establishment of local lead smelters, so
much so that he recently made a trip
to Ottawa to lay the matter before the
ministry, but as a private individual
and not, as reported at the time, as
the accredited representative. of British
Columbia mine owners.

Mr. Sutherland has made a careful
study .of the question and gave a re-
presentative of the Miner a sketch of
his® views on the subject and his rea-
sons therefor, : .

The lead industry of Canada is al-
most exclusively confined to British Col-
umbia. The lead output of this pro-
vince for the year ending December 31,
1897, as given in the report of the min-'
ister of mines, was 38,841,385 ppunds.
Report No. G40 of the gological stirvey
of Canada, covering the same period,
gives the total product of the Dominion
as 39,018,219 pounds. Owing to the ex-
isting conditions, the mine owners of
this province are forced to seek in the
United States a market . for .the lead™in
its raw state. Under the présént tariff

Failing ‘a reciprocal arrangement, or
the consent of the American commission-
€rs:to the abolition of the present duties
on lead in ore and lead bullion, a third
plan might bear discussion.

In Ontario and-in Lower Canada, the
government advances money On cream-
ery products, handles and sells it. and,
after the sales are consummated the bal-
ance of the price is paid to the farmer,
Jess the necessary expenses. A similar
action might be taken by - the govern:
ment in dealing with the lead industry.
No single individual or firm could afford
to store the lead and wait a favorable
market.* The government could, and,
by operating on a large scale, expenses
would be reduced to a minimum. Gov-
ernment ‘help might also be given to fac-
tories which would manufacture the
raw produce, and thus not only would the
smelting industry be fostered and Can-
ada’s market for lead articles: supplied
from here, but Canada should - before

The most impontant matters
which came before the board were the
reports of the city engineer in reference
to the city bridges and the motion of
the mayor to amend tl}e Expenditures
By-Law. In connection with the latter,
the motion of Ald. Bragg was ruled out
ol order.

The YVictoria Trades and Labor Coun-
cil wrot: the council enclosing and en-
dorsing a resolution of the Victoria
Typographical Union, No. 201, which
urged upon the aldermanic board to have
the city printing done in union oflices.

Ald. MacGregor moved that the com-
munication be received and filed and
the writers informed that while the
council reserves the right to reject any
tender they will favorably consider the
petition.

A¥l. Hall seconded and said that he
thought the offices hiring men at union
wages should be patronized. The mo-
tion carried.

“The ‘Cubans' accepted the assistance
of America; although . not knowing ex<
actly what -were the American _aims,
just as they,would have accepted help
fiom, any country in their fight against
Spain. Y As the contest progiessed the
Cubans in -the 'field 'were gratified to
hear. . of .-a solemn declaration in the
‘United - States congress regarding the
intentions of the American government
.and the path it would follow in the
Spanish-American war. America came
to our aid to compel Spain to relinquish
her. spvereignty ‘over Cuba 'in order that
the Cubans might be placed themselves
as promptly as possible in possession -of
the island, might assume the adminis-
tration of its affairs and have a gov-
ernment of their own.

“Therefore the Cubans agreed to co-
operate. with the Americans, to obey
the orders issued by American .generals
and to help in all possible ways to es-
tablish a Cuban - government wherever
the Americans took possession. Though
the Americans ~did not recognize _the
government of the Cubans in terms, it
was well understood that the Cubans
would not on that account abandon
their organization, but that. on the cén-
trary, the time would come when such
recognition would be granted.' Indeed,
it was asserted to our Cuban. represen-
tatives by one )Hf the mcst distinguished
members of the United States senate,
that in order to do away with any ob-
stocles that might hinder the United
States in going into the’ fight in the
cavuse of Cuban independence, recogni-
tion of the Cuban ' government must
come later.:

“Nevertheless it has net been possible
to establish direct: relations between the
Cuban and American governments for
the tramsaction of public business, al-
though the general character of our re-
lations throughout the war was friend-
Iy. But we have now reached a time
when, even more than in the days of
fighting, it is incumbent upon all Cubans
to show true patriotism, and while mak-
ing “every expression of gratitude to
America for having given Cuba freedom
and independence, to make prompt ar-
rangements for paying off the Cubans
now in arms and for getting the country
[into working order.”

Havana, Oct. 31.—Advices received
from Santa Cruz del Sur say that a ma-
jority of the representatives of the Cu-
ban army at the meeting held there
were in favor of the dissolution of the
Cuban insurgent governnent and the
appointment of a commission to go to
Washington for the purpose of thanking
the American government for its inter-
vention in favor of the Cubans, and to
put themselves unconditionally at the
disposition of the Washington authori-
ties, so as to enable the latter to devel-
op their progrumme without any hin-
drance. The Cubans are also said to
be in favor of the disbandment of the
insurgent army. .
