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fhey Took
Their Time

City Council Deliberations Last
Night Were Not Distinguish-
ed By Celerity.

Curfew Law and Sabbath Dese-
cration Brought to Their
Attention.

Despite the fact that last night's busi-
ness was by mo means voluminous, the
city council failed to dispose of it in less
than two hours and twenty minutes. In
fact the session was a flat refutation of
the assertion made in some quarters that
the municipal governing body ad '8..(.“
quired the knack of polishing off civic
business in that happy speedy manner
which distinguishes the up-to-date coun-
cil boards of the present generation.

Two protracted discussions were enm-
gendered by a couple of communications
from Mrs. Galletly, ¢ -vnding secre-
tary of thoe Local Couaca of Women,
petitioning for a curfew law, and a by-
law stopping Sabbath desecration. As
some of the aldermen spoke at least
three times on each subject, not count-
ing several after thoughts, it was some
time before the consideration of these
miatters was concluded. The first peti-
tion was referred to the city solicitor to
obtain information regarding thY appli-
cation of the Juvenile Offenders’ Act,
now in force in England, and the sccond
to the legislative committee.

Before the commencement of business,
‘Ald. Yates directed attention to the
facilities granted by the tramway com-
pany here in comparison with those in
Vancouver. He had been told that in
Vancouver the company had allowed
limited tickets to be used between the
hours of 4.30 p.m. and 7 p.m. during
the winter months. Upon inquiry at the
local office he was pleased (o learn that
the same rule prevailed here, but was'
not generally known.

F. RBEaton, secretary of the 4school ?
board, submitted the detailed estimates
brought down by this body recently,
amounting to $57,200, and an extraordin-
ary estimate of $30,000 for a new high
school.

Ald. Yates moved that the communi- |
eation be laid over pending the council’s
consideration of its estimates,

Ald. Beckwith on the other hand de-
sired that the by-law be placed tefore
the people 2s soon as possible,

The mayor pointed out that as in all
a by-law would be placed
eople for the Point Ellice

bridge nd James Bay causeway, it
would be advisable to submit {h& three
together, and thus minimize the cest.

Ald, Beckwith, however, pressed his
point of immediate action, and affirmed
that the sooner the council dealt with
matters of this sort the better. If the
by-law was not submitted now it would
not be done so until March or April.

Ald. Yates explained tiat it was for
the school board to petition for a by-
law.

Ald. Brydon could not see that a week
or two consideration would be a great
loss of time. No plans were yet pre-
pared. and winter was not p ssed, conse-
quently undue haste was unnecessary.
He advised that the school Leard be in-
terviewed on the subject.

Ald. Williams concurred in Ald. Bry-
don’s opinion. He also favored am in-
terview with the school trustees tc dis-
cuss financial matters in z3neral. But
regarding the questicn of school facili-
ties improvement, the Central ward city
father believed that $30.00C could be
seattered among the varioas wards in
improvement to various buildings.

Ald. Beckwith tritely poirted out tnat
the question of expenditure was mot at
that moment agitating the council—it
was whether the communication should
be laid on the table or not.

As the mayor understood :t, the coun-
cil was compelled to lay the by-law be-
fore the ratepayers if the school board
asked for it. He personally favored in-
terviewirz the trustees. All. Yates mo-
fion was ultimately carried.

F. B. Kitto, hon. secretary of the S.
P. C. A, wrote enzlosing alresclution
recently passed by the organization con-
gratulntin;: “he couucil on the marked
mprovement to tha stieets dnring the
year, incidentally complimenting Mr.
Topp, city engineer, for his successful
efforts in this direction, and thus saving
many dumb animals from injury. « An-
other regolution was read expressing
pleasure that ashes had been placed on
?be bridges in frosty weather, thus act-
ing as a praventative of accidents to
horses. Reonived and filed.

F. B. Pemberton directed aftertion to
the necessity for a hydraut on corner of
Foul Bay ro:d, near Thos. Shotbolt's |
residence. Referred to fire weardens for !
report,

Jennie G. Galletly, corresponding seg-
retary of Loeal Council of Women, for-
warded a petiticn regarding the dese-
cration of the Sabbath, asking that a by-
law be passed providing that all bar-
ber shops and stores be closed on Sun-
d.ny, and all means of Sabbath desecra-
tion abolished. Ald. Williams favored
referring this communication to the city
solicitor for report,

Ald. Stewart believed that if the bar-
bers would petition for an euvrly closing
by-law the difficulty would be obviated.

Ald. Kinsman pointed out that a by-
law of this character was mooted yea;‘s
ago, but =0 great was the stcrm of op-
position that it was withdrawn. The
press and others protested.

Ald. Beczwith—That's hard en
press,

Ald. Kinsman—Well, we mrst heed the
press. They say the pen is mightier
than the sword. Mind you I am net op-
posed to granting the by-law., If the
people want it T would give it to them.
But I doa’t believe the city wants it.

Ald. Brydon reminded the council of
the great importance of the Sunday ob-
seryance qnestion. He favored prevent-
ing Sabbath desecration in all respects,
and thus remove temptations from the
youth. The matter should be considered
carefolly. The gpeaker maintained that
the absence of a by-law of this nature
in this province was a stigma on it. He
favored laying the communication be-
Tore the legislative committee to ascer-
tain if some means could be ohtained to
adeanately deal with the question.

Ald. Hall sexonded, but Ald, Stewart

the

objected, pointing out that the Muni-

cipal Clauses Act gave the council power '

to cope with the matter. But be believ-
ed the people interested should have
something to say. If they petitoned for
the by-aw, why then let them have it.

The mayor directed attenticn to a
clause in the Municipal Clauses Act
which gave the councii power to pass a
by-law of this riature.

Ald. Beckwith favored takiLg @ plebi-
scite on the subjecv. He combatted Ald.
Kinsman's contention that the people
on former occasion did not want the
Sunday closing by-law.

The mayor pointed out that the *‘coun-
¢il had no machinery” for the purpose of
resorting to the referendum,

Ald. Cameron favored direct legisla-
tion on the question. He believed tbat
every voter should have am opportunity
¢f voting on those matbers on which
there was a divided opinion among the
people. The legislative committee
should endeavor to obtain the necessary
power.

The history of this question was then
exploited, and ultimately Ald. Yates
moved an amendment to the resolution
that the committee be received and Mrs.
Galletley informed that the council will
take the matter into their earnest con-
sideration and see if some steps could
be taken to carry out the request. Con-
tinuing, he said that if the legislative
committee could devise some method
through which the referendum could be
adequately carried out, some effort
should be made To obtain the necessary
power to do so. ‘The amendment was
carried,

Wm. F. Brewer, manager of the Brit-
ish Columbia Engineering Journal, srote
requesting that the present council c¢sa-
firm an agreement entered into by the
previous council regarding an advevtise-
ment in his publicgtion, asking that this
be continued for apother year,  He out-
lined the various features of the journal
for the coming year. Referred to fin-
ance committee for report.

L. P. Duff drew attention to damage
sustained by his premises on Rockland
avenue through a flow of water caused
by lack of adequate drainage, which he
asked shall be abated. He enclosed a
scheme for proper drainage which he be-
lieved would obviate the difficulty, Re-
ferred to city engineer for report.

N. K. Luxton wrote that a directory
published under the direction of . C.
MacGregor, O. Ormond and himself
would be ready in March. He asked
the support of the city council. Refer-
red to finance committee for report.

The secretary of the B. C. Fruit Grow-
ers’ Association inquired what indace-
ments the city would give for an exnibi-
tion here during the summer. Ref>rred
to the ‘Agricultural Association.

Jennie G. Gallefly, corresponding sec-
retary of the Local Council of Women,
wrote inclosing a petition passed at the
annual meeting of that bedy, asking that
a curfew law be enforced in Victoria.

Ald. Williams wanted this referred to |
the city soNcitor, and moved to this
effect.

This was seeconded by Ald. Brydon.
The father of the resolution drafted his |
resolution, in which he favored an ap-
plication here of the ‘“Juvenile Offenders’
act” now enforced in England,

The debate on the question was o>n-
tinued in merry style for some time, and
finally when all the aldermanic iignres
of speech and other oratorical pyrote:h-
nics had been exhausted, Ald. Beekwith
moved in amendment that a by-lasw be |
prepared along the lines of the eurfew
by-law. This was seconded by Ald.
Stewart. The amendment was lost, and
Ald. Williams allowed a lofty smile of
triumph to 1illuminate his countenance.

P. R. Brown, manager of the Coionist
P. & P. Co., wrote in reply to the com-
mittee of the council asking for a modi-
fication of advertising rates, enclosing a
schedule in which a reduction had peen
made. Incidentally the writer pointed
out that the price of paper had increased
considerably, and there was no likeoli-
hood of it going down. Referred to
finance committee,

Wm. Humphreys, clerk of the -rorks
at the Clover Point prange operations,
notified the council of the closing of the
old road in the vicinity, rendered neces-
sary by the recently projected work, Re-
ferred to city engineer.

The city clerk reported on g number of
communications that had been referced
to the city engineer from the previous
year. Filed.

Jas. L, Raymur, water commissioner,
recommended that all the water troughs
be done away with, excepting four to be
constructed . of steel. The present
troughs were wholly inadequate, Re-
ferred to stroets, bridges and sewers
commitbee,

The market superintendent reported
the receipt of $120.60 in market charges
during the past month, Filed.

E. G. Prior and eothers petitioned for
the extension of the sewerage system to
the district bounded by Moss and Bel-
cher streets, Rockland avenue and Cad-
boro Bay road.

Ald. Stewart favored referring this to
the city engineer for report. He poiat-
ed out, however, that a by-law would be
necessary to carry out this work,

Ald, Brydon moved in amendment that
the communication be laid on the table,
and that a consultation be held betwveen
the council and city engineer when the
question of sewerage could be taken up.

Ald. Beckwith favored a comprehen-
sive by-law covering sewerage extension
to different portions of the city requir-
ing it. ¥

Ald, Yates on the other hand, was in
favor of referring the matter to the ity
engineer, who could make an estimate of
the amount of sewerage extension re-
quired. It was finally decided to refer
the petition to the city engineer for ie-
port.

P, AE. Irving and others petitioned
that the name of Cook street be altered
to that of Queen Victoria avenue, and
that it be extended to the park. As
several other previous communications of
like nature has been referred to the city
engineer for report, this was allowed to
take a similar course.

Jas. Fullerton and other boot and shoe
retail merchants petitioned that a by-law
be passed providthg that all retail boot
and shoe establishments be closed each
evening at 6 p. m., all year, except Sat-
urdays, days before statutory holidays,
and from 15th to 31st December,

Ald. Cameron favored this taking the
course of his resolution on the subject—
to be referred to the city solicitor with
instructions to prepare a by-law.

A Narrow
Escape

Children Lowered From the Win-
dows of Green’s Residence
Just in Time.

Firemen Were Busy Fighting
Fire During the Past
Two Days.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The fire department received seven
telephone and bell alarms in twenty-four
hours. The majority of calls were for
chimney fires and smoke issuing from
the walls of old buildings. Three fires
threatened to assume serious propor-
tions, but were, fortunately, stopped by
the firemen, doing damage only to the
buildings in which they originated.

The first was a onestory frame dwel-
ling, No. 52 Rae street, caused by a

the shingles. The chemical engine was
quickly brought to work and the fire sup-

ing, which is owned by Mrs. Anderson.

The most serious fire occurred at 4
o’clock this morning in a two-story frame
building on Dallas road, near the Vic-
toria Chemical Works. The
was erected in the early sixties by the

At that time the only
neighborhood was located at Port Blake-
ley. Lumber cost $100 per thousand feet,
and a large quantity was imported with
which to construct what was then con-
sidered one of the pa'atial residences in
the new city. Its days of usefulness
passed away this morning.

When the occupant of the building, J.
Green, an expressman, discovered the
fire it was burning furiously. He awak-
ened his wife and four children, and,
finding the means of escape through the
doorways cut off, dropped the children
from a window into the back yard. The
little ones erossed the street in a cutting
north wind, with only their night cloth-
ing to protact them from the cold, and
sought shelter in the homes of kind
neighbors. In the meantime a telephone
message was sent to the fire department,
and the hose wagon from the James Bay
fire hall soon had a stream of water on
the fire from a line of hose laid from a
Lydrant at the corner of Montreal street.
The chemical engine from headquarters
followed the wagon from Kingston
street, and the hose carriage from the
Fisgard street hall was called,

The firemen had the fight of their lives
to prevent the fire from crossing the
street, and, by good work, prevented
the cpread of the flames. Men were
posted on every house in the neighbor-
hood, and as the showers of sparks fell
on the shingls roofs chemical streams
from the engines and extinguishers sup-
pressed them. With electric wire fall-
ing all around them and burning brands
setting fire to their clothing, the firemen
held their groand until the old building,
in which the fire originated, became a
heap of ashes. The losses are estimated
at $1,000 on the building and contents,

When the tired firemen returned to
their halls they little thought that an-
other fight was before them, and in a
thickly built locality. At 8.30 o’clock a
telephone message, immediately followed
by an alarm from bhox 43, called them
to the twostory frame residence owned
and occupied by T. E. Wood, of the Al-
bion Iron Works. The building is situ-
