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BRITISH PAPERS
10 BE INFORMED

OF THE EXISTING
CONDITIONS IN CANADA

Representatives Visit Dominion With
Object of Conducting Personal
Investigations.

‘Me Times has been asked to direct
the attention of the board of trade to the
tour of Canada of Messrs. R. Lewis
Jumes, of Norwich, Eng., and Alex.
MeD., Allsn, of Goderich, Ont. Mr.
Allan had charge of the Canadian ex-
hibit at the Wolverhampton exhibition.
These men are seeking information
about Uanada, the former in the inter-
ests of a group of English papers.

1t is delieved that a visit to British
Columbia might result from an® invita-
tion extended by the board of trade, and
that such ‘would rcdound to the benefit
of this province. The party from whom
this suggesticn emanates also thinks that
the board might well consider how many
people have come to British Columbia
as @ resuly of Hon. J. H. Turner's offi-
cial work in England, and if it would
not be well for that gentleman to four
the agricultural districts of Britain.

In explaining the object of Mr. James's
visit o Canada, a New Brunswick pa-
per says that he came to see Canada at
ite worst, and he had three questions
which he intended .o ask Canadians:
(1) Whether Canada is getting the right
sort of immigrants. (2) What induce-
ments Canada offers to gmall capital-
jsts, and (3) what has been the experi-
ence of settlers already in the country.

In explaining his questions Mr, James
said ‘that on the steamer with him were
a number of immigrants.(and-he lllldyer-
stood ‘that the class of thwigpants com-
fng &8 Canada are such) half elpthed,
emaciated, pitiful looking people that one
wonders whether a, wiser: choice: eould
rot be made in getting stronger meén and
whether for this purpose the system of
emigration agencies in the United King-
dom might not: be improved. -,

As to the-second question which he'
will propound, Mr. James said that in
Ingland there is an enormous class of
middle aged people who, retiring from

active business on an income of £100 or!

£150 a year, or, having made a)\small
competence, are drawn into speculation
a9 an operation instead of endeavoring
to develop enterprises, and it was a
question if Oanada is not sufficiently de-
veloped to be as good a field for the se-
dentary class of people who would come
bere if they thought a possibility of a
Lealthier life under conditions giving as
much comfort as what they had left
would add to their span of hte the years
which sedentary habits have taken from
it, Hosts of English farmers would Ttke
to get their sons to Canada if they could
locate here favorably.

Another object of Mr. James's visit is
to get at first instances the experience of
settlers as .to disease and death rate of
the country, the discomforts, the pro-
portion of failures—in short to see the
seamy side of {Canadian life generally.

“All the Canadian immigration litera-
ture,” said he, ‘‘is couched in too favor-
able terms as judged by practical man.
It is the roseate outlook which is al-
ways presented and the British public
has, too a certain extent, become suspici-
ous, I think you would stand a better
chance of getting strong men with from
£300 to £600 capital if rather a differ-
ent sort of information was supplied to
them.

“QOur people are terribly afraid of your
winter. Our average man pictures Can-
ada as a region of ice, snow and biting
cold, with the wolf and the bear about
the only animals in existence. I con®
to see for myself what a Canadian win-
ter is at its worst. This is my first visit
here and I will probably remain two
months., I will visit typical centres and
endeavor to meet typicat men.” &

In ,conclusion Mr, James had a kind
word to say for Canadian institutions,
especially the Canadian press. “Your
journalists have taught us to wake up,”
said he. “Now you had better talk to
my * friend, Allan, there on Canadian
fruit. He, like myself, holds the idea
that Canada should be the orchard ot
the empire as well as one of its principal
granarieg.” ;

Mr. Allan did not require to be ur@®d
to talk upon the subject nearest his
heart. He entered upon a eulogy of the
Canadian fruits. “The Canadian apple
for flavor, form and general apearance
is the finest apple in the world. There
is no country in general excellence of
its fruit can compete with wus. At
Wolverhampton we had a special dis-
play of Canadian fruits which were
shown in antiseptic fluids merely to
give the Britisher an idea of what Can-
ada is capable. They were astonished
for we showed them that in Canada could
be grown in the open air and with or-
dinary care fruits that in Great Britain
can only be grown under glass or with
special treatment.

“At such exhibitions fruit proves
an  excellent display for the at-
traction of immigrants as it
serves to dispel the thought of Can-
ada as a land of winter. Therefore at
Wolverhampton we made a point of ex-
plaining that such tender friuts as mel-
cns, plums, peaches, grapes and pears
are growr in the Canmadian open air.
That is something they can’t do in Bri-
tain—even the Channel Islands can’t do
it

“As to attracting immigration I would
suggest that if I go to another exhibi-
tion each province should signify to me
the class of men they desire and give
particulars as to rate of wages, cost of
living, ete. It would be a big help,

“In the spring of 1903 there will be a
considerable emvigration to Canada of
English dairy farmers, many of them
with large sums of meney, who desire
to engage in dairy farming here. For
this particular branch New Brunswick
is cut ont, as there are here abundant
rich grasses and pure water.”

CAUSES FOR THE

REPORT MADE BY THE
EXAMINING EXPERTS

Mining Engineers Azree With Provin-
cial Mineralogist That a Naked
Flame Was Introduced.

The reports on the Fernie coal mines
explosion, have been issued irom the gov-
ernment printing office. These contain
the report of the eircumstances surrouna-
ing the explosion prepared by W.‘F.
Robertson, the provineial mineralogist,
and also the reports prepared by the
mining engineers appointed to imvesf-
Faulds. The explosion oceurred May
22nd.

W. F. Robertson, after examining the
mines, states that “the most tenable
theory as to the cause of the explesion
is that an explosion of gas or gas and
dust was started in McDenald’s leves,

great; that this ini#ial explosion was eon

by the suspended coal dust, which the
explosion rendered explosive, and which
dust was put into the air by the act o
loading; that at each loading place it re-
ceived an augmentation; that the line of
greatest. force followed such links of
augmentation until it came to the nar-
row neck at the entrance of this see-
tion,

the old workings, In these old work
ings, the-greatest force was still against
tho air;, with its greater amount of avail
able oxygen, and also for the reason that
along this line there was deposited by the
incoming air current a considerable
amount of impalpable dust carried from
“the main entry and its workings and
dropped here under the decreased velc-
city of the air ‘current caused by.the:in-
creased areg of the airway. This ex-
punding: force, meeting with some tem-
porary resistance near the machim? sec-
tion, was halted for an instant, caused
Ahereby coking with consequent further
production of gas., The flame swept

‘along through the machine section and

face of the hoist entry, where the great-
est concussion was produced, as evi-
denced by the greatest amount of cav-
ing. Between Beaver slope and the No.
1 district there is wet
No dust was here available to feed the
flame,
vailed north of the hoist entry, which is
reported as wet near the fault, so thar
although No. 1 district got the shock it
was partly spent and devoid of flame.

“Every working place in the mine was
carefully examined and the evidenece is
most conclusive that not a single shoy
had been fired in the affected districts
immediately previous to the explesion, so
that all questions as to ‘blown-out shots
or ‘badly placed shots,” or ‘gquality of
powder’ may be dismissed as having
nothing to do with this explesion, what-
ever else may be said of them. This is
further confirmed by the position in
which the shot lighter of the district,
Beach, was found. He was away from
all workings at the time, and as he
alone was allowed to or did fire a shot,
this in itself would almost prove that no
shot was fired.”

He explains the working of the “Bon-
neted Clanny” safety lamp, which was
the only one used in the mines. False
keys were easily made for it, and it was
on record, he reports, that a number of
miners had such false keys 1n defiance
of the law against it. Matches were aiso
found on several of the bodies recovered.
While the igniting caunse will probably
remain a mystery “it is,” he says, *“al-
most certain to have been a naked light
of some sort which set fire to the gas.”

F. 'H. Shepherd, M, E., agrees that
the trouble originated in' Me¢Donald’s
level.

After giving the conditions in which
the mine was found, he says: “It is as-
serted -that coal dust-even in the tofal
gbsence of fire-damp may by reason of
f blown-out shot give rise to violent ex
plosions, but the presence of even a low
percentage of fire damp will render the
atmosphere in a dusty ‘coal mine ex-
tremely sensitive and dangerous.

He concludes, “that thie greatest dan-
! ger lay not in the hauling road or olu
workings, but in the newly created dust
of the working faces.

watering precautions may be necessary
irrespective of those provided for in the
{ Mining Act governing blasting cond'-
tions. Some practical method or appli-
ance is much needed to determine the
condition of mine atmospheres both with
.regard to low percentage of fire damp
and dangerous conditions as to the pre-
sence of dust. The installation of a
thoroughly efficient watering appliance
in dry and dusty mines should be made
imperative. While the use of ordinary
blasting powder does not appear to have
contrihuted to this explosion, its con-
tinued use under conditions prevailing in

A NEWSPAPER MAN

ON BOER CHARACTER

The More They Get the More They Wang
—Many Idle Men in South
Africa.

A newspaper man all the way from
South Atrica arrived in the city
lecently. die 18 W 8 Wording-
nam, and comes to try his fortune 1n
Cunada after an experience of twelve years
in South Atrica. 'Luere he served on many
publications, principal of which were the
Jonanmnesburg, Durban and Kimberly
dalies, while during the war he repre-
sented the Kast London Dispatch in the
suspected dlstricts in Cape Coiony. "This
i8 where the spirit of insurrection was
constantly being fomented, a sort of dis-
tributing point of sedition,. with ramifica-
tions extending in all directions. While
on duty there emteric fever put him out
of action, but immediately on recovering
he joined the Kimberly Light Horse, sub-

! sequently becoming attached to the Royal

Army Medical Corps.

In this connection he was stationed at
Kimberly, which was the medical head-
quarters for a vast expanse of territory
extending' from Buluwayo to Pretoria.
Medica] supplies were also sent from this
place tb flying columns, so the importance
of Kimberly in this department was con-
siderable. Mr. Wordingham has lived a
long time in South Africa and understands
the Boers. He knows them so well that he

“The more you give a Boer,”
said he speaking of the concessions granted
by Great Britain as the price of peace,”
the more he wants. They age just as bit-
ter new as ever, especially the women,
whose animosity since the war of ’81 has
been intense. They teach their children
to regard Englishmen as their natural en-
emies.” .

noted Canadian publicist. Having insid-
tously worked up the war propaganda they
tenaciousty kept it going, and undoubted-
ly were responsible for the second rebel-
lion in Cape Colony. There is still a lone
commando of Boers who have not bowed
their heads to the conquerors. Away up
on the Bechuanaland frontier- these de-
luded unfortunates are still banded to-
gether, vainly hoping in their ignorance
that they may strike yet another blgw for
Boer ascendancy in South Africa.

Mr. Wordingham .anticipates prosperity
for the newly acquired countries when a
settled government is established. The
replacement of the old oligarchy and its
hot-bed of corruption by a modern pro-
gressive government will virtually make
South Africa. Cities also which lacked free

{ municipal legislation, will enjoy the bene-

fits of good administration.

Mr. Wordingham apprehends trouble
from the Kaffirs as the result of the treat-
ment to which they are being subjected
by the Boers. The latter' are very vin-
dictive, and their hatred of the natives is
accentuated because of the sympathy they
displayed for the British cause in the war.
The Kaffirs in Basutoland and Bechuana-
land are very restless and excited, and
will not brook much indignity from a peo-
ple whom they now censider have no reins
on them. This feeling prevents them from
working in the mines near Johannesburg,
and in consequence very few are working.
White labor is being utilized to operate
those that are now being worked.

Just now South Africa is n> place for
the mechanic. The coast towns are crowd-
ed with unemployed men, including Ila-
berers and clerks, while Johanessburg is
flooded by large numbers of former sol-
diers, ‘'who took their discharges there in
the hope of obtaining employment. They
ae supposed to have the first chance, but
the opportunities are few and far between.
When the conditions become settled the
country promises to go ahead rapidly.

CHILDREN'S EVENING,

The annwal Christmas entertainment of
the Sunday school of Calvary Baptist
church was held Friday eveming. Despite
the inclement weather a large number
were well repaid by an excellent pro-
gramme rendered by the children. Saup-
per was served in the school room at 6:30,
and the entertainment followed in the
church. A unique feature of the evening
was a presentation to Santa Claus when he
appeared. Instead of being required to
distribute gifts to the children, as in form-
er years, he was asked to accept at their
hands a great variety of useful articles
which they had brought in and which they
desired him to pass on to other and less
fortunate children. These he gracefully
accepted, and promised to make good use
of them. During the evening brief ad-
dresses were given by the superintendent,
H. Northcott, and by the pastor, Rev. J.
F. Vichert.

The junior pupils of the Metropolitan

the rooms were given up to these children.
They were given license to amuse them-
selves in warious ways. Interspersed with
children’s games and sports a programme
of musical selections and recitations were
given. The pastor, Rev. Elliott S. Rowe,
presided and aptly described tHe programme
in Introducing it as a very lonhg and varied
one. Refreshments were served during
the evening. The friends of the childrem
were present to participate in the pleas-
ure of the event.

Th Congregational Sunday school chil-
dren also had their entertainment Friday
evening, and in spite of the disagreeable
weather a large number were present who
thoroughly enjoyed the songs and recita-
tions of the children. Tea was served at
6 o'clock for the Sunday school scholars,
and the programme commenced at 8
o'clock.
