Chefoo, Ang. 22.—Noon.—The Chinese 
Who bring the latest information from 
Port Arthur were employed by the Rus­
sian authorities carrying the dead off the 
field and also the ammunition, which 
they say is plentiful. They confirm the 
statement that the Liati promontory 
was not assailed, for the reason that it 
is impregnable from the sea side, and 
the Japanese are unable to move on it 
from «the north.

The Japanese main attack has been the 
heaviest against the Russian centre and 
the right, particularly against the centre 
fronting which the Japanese have taken 
up a strong position at Shushyr.

Pigeon bay had been the scene of 
fighting for severàl days before the final 
assault had begun, the Japanese never 
being able to hold for long any territory 
they might gain. Their attacks were 
made mostly at night, during foggy days 
and misty mornings. The Japanese be­
lieve that their superior physical condi­
tion will win the battle for them by 
wearing the Russian garrison, which is 
constituted of less hardy material, down 
to the point of exhaustion by the per­
sistency of their attack and their re­
fusal to accept a repplse.

_ The tempermament of the Russian gar­
rison is dogged and determined. Gen. 
Stoessel, who is heavy, rides carelessly 
his chargers, which are showing the 
strain upon them, although the general 
changes his mounts^frequently.

Roth officers and soldiers have been in­
different to the shells winch enter the 

frequently. Recently the Chinese 
theatre, was hit, and a score of people 
were killed and wounded. One shell ex­
ploded in the corral, killing five donkeys.

Civilians are allowed to leave the 
bombproofs during the fulls in the artil­
lery fire, but these intermissions are rare, 
and everybody is worn and anxious over 
the situation.

While the Russians apparently believe 
that they will hold the Japanese in check, 
their confidence in their successful re­
sistance is not absolute.

The Japanese fire is accurate. The 
hospitals and Chinese houses at Port 
Arthur are full of Russian wounded.

SHIPS COMPELLED TO
RETURN TO HARBOR.

London, Aug. 21.—According to re­
ports to various agencies from Chefoo, 
Shanghai and other points, the attack 
of the Japanese on Port Arthur general­
ly believed to have been begun with the 
intent of finally destroying the Russian 
fortress utterly, was commenced on the 
evening of Friday last and was 
tinned until the early afternoon of yes­
terday. Farther than this mohe of the 
reports are conclusive. The^result of the 
assault on the port is unknown here.

According to a cable dispatch from 
the correspondent of Lloyd’s agency at 
Chefoo, while the Japanese land at­
tack was at its height the Russian war­
ships within the harbor of 'Port Arthur

RUSSIANS RETIRE The Farmer’s Advocate, in its last issue, 
refers to the recent visit of Prof. Sliutt, of 
the experimental farm, to this city. The 
Advocate says:

“Prof. Shutt, Ottawa, recently returned 
from an extended tour through British Col­
umbia, fojr the purpose of studying soil anil 
climatic conditions, and their relation to 
the production of crops. Institute meetings 
were held at a great many points, includ­
ing several places on the Island, the Bower 
Fraser valley in ithe upper country, and the 
Okanagan. At each of these the professor 
took special advantage of the opportunity 
to ascertain what problems were confront­
ing the farmerè, and to learn of the coiuli 
tions which affected them. There was a 
large attendance at most places, and the 
speaker was especially pleased with the re­
ception which he received. His purpose was 
not so much to deliver an address as to dis­
cuss with the farmers vital questions per­
taining to agriculture.

TOWARDS MUKDEN.con- Bu-enos Ayres, Aug. 21.—An artillery en­
gagement has been fought between the San 
Jocomino battery of the Paraguayan army 
and a body of revolutionists, in which the 
latter succeeded in dislodging the guns of 
the government forces.

The insurgents have established a pro­
visional government with capital at Villa 
Del Pilar (112 miles from Assuncion) and 
have nominated Ferreira, the leader, for 
president, and Gonzales Novro for vice- 
president.

This is taken to indicate that 
rapid operations by the insurgents have 
been impeded through the non-bombard­
ment of the capital, owing to the Interven­
tion of the diplomatic corps at Assuncion.
