Although un­
successful in his plan to trap the Spaniards, 
General Garcia according to the Cubans who 
brought the story, sent word that they sur­
render forthwith.

To this demand the Spanish commander 
returned an emphatic refusal. “General 
Toral,” he notified General Garcia, “has 
surrendered to the American arm}’, not to 
the Cubans.”

This story of battle, and ita disastrous 
results, has greatly excited the Cubans. 
They are demanding vengeance and cannot 
understand why Americans do not anni­
hilate their Spanish prisoners of war.

Santiago, July 25.—The Cubans here re­
sent General Shafter’a attitude in ignoring 
General Garcia and refusing to allow the 
Cuban troops to enter Santiago, or to con­
sult General Garcia on the terms of the 
surrender of the city. General Garcia’s 
action in withdrawing his troops into the 
interior, his letter to General Shatter, and 
his resignation of his command, forwarded 
to General Gomez, are approve! and ap­
plauded by all classes of natives. General 
Garcia refused to accept a subordinate place, 
insisting that he was an ally. General 
Shatter’s answer, saying that this waa a war 
between the United States and the kingdom 
of Spain, irrespective of Cuba’s individual 
interests, and President McKinley’s instruc­
tion with reference to the administration of 
the surrendered district, published here yes­
terday, are interpreted as a tacit avowal of 
American intentions to annex the island and 
not to grant independence. This is opposed 
by the Cubans. Senor Joaquin Castillo, 
president of the Ssn Carlos Cuban Club, and 
a brother of Gen. Castillo, urges an official 
protest to President McKinley without de­
lay, saying : “Silence now would indicate 
our consent to the American attitude, which 
is a plain breach of faith that the Cubans 
cennot possibly tolerate.” A meeting was 
held yesterday afternoon at the San Carlos 
Club to discuss the matter,land it is probable 
that a protest was drawn up, which will be 
submitted.

New York, July 25.—A despatch to the 
Wot Id from Santiago says : “The Spaniards 
are accepting the change of gov^rompnt in 
Santiago with good grace. The insurgent 
forces have left the American camp and 
gone twenty miles into the interior. They 
have been warned, under threat of extreme 
penalty, not to molest Spanish residents or 
return to the old system of brigandage. 
Garcia has written a letter to Gomez declar­
ing that the United States government is 
unfriendly to the Cuban cause. The letter 
was sent on Thursday last. Gomez is 150 
miles from here.

There were fifty funerals here yesterday 
of refugees who died as the result of the 
scarcity of food at El Caoey. Santiago is 
still short of food. The streets are full of 
beggars. The householders have been order­
ed to clean the:r houses. A big sanitary 
force is at work.

Santiago, July 25.—The United forces 
are suffering in great numbers from heat 
and malaria. Two hundred cases in General 
Kent’s division, 70 in General Lawton’s, 
and 80 in General Ludlow’s were reported 
this morning. The horses are also prostrated.

Of six companies of the Ninth Infantry, 
companies В, C, D, F, G, and H, quartered 
at the theatre here, 117 are reported on the 
sick list.

The United States Fish Commis­
sioners’ schooner Grampus, which has been 
at work along the coast for several months, 
has collected 1750 seed lobsters from which 
18,000,000 eggs have been obtained and 
hatched out at Gloucester, Maas. Of these 
fry about 5,000,000 have been released in 
Casco Bay and the others are to be dis­
tributed at various places from Portland 
eastward.

The fry are very small, but through the 
thin and transparent shell can be seen the 
perfectly formed lobster, with the eyes es­
pecially prominent. Constant changes of 
water are necessary to keep them alive. It 
is likely that a lobster hatchery will. soon 
be established on the Maine coast, and be­
fore many years these shellfish will be as 
plentiful and cheap as ever they were.

one shall catch fish in such apparatus, 
whether under license or.not.”

IL Section 14 of the said Act is hereby

19. Whenever the віте of the meshes of 
nets or apparatus for the capture of fish is 
fixed by this Act, or by any fishery regula­
tion under it, it shall be unlawful to so 
arrange or adapt the nets or fishing apparatus 
as to practically diminish the size of such 
meshes.”

III. The subsection substituted fer sub­
section 1 of section 18 of the said Act by 
section 7 of chapter 51 of the statutes of 
1894, is hereby repealed and the following is 
substituted therefor : —

“18. Exceptas herein otherwise provided, 
every one who violates any provision of this 
Act, or of the regulations under it, shall be 
liable to a penalty not exceeding one hundred 
dollars and costs, and, in default of payment, 
to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 
three months ; and any fishery officer or jus­
tice of the peace may grant a warrant of dis­
tress for the amount of such penalty aud 
costa.”

One of the 
Spanish officers said : “If our men in the 
field realized either the hopolesaness of our 
cause or the treatment they would get at the 
hands of the Americans they would not fight 
long. They oan get home quicker by sur­
rendering, and in the meantime be well fed 
and taken care of. But they think the 
Americans will murder them.”

Port Günico, Island of Porto Rico, July 
25, via the Island of St. Thomas, July 26.— 
The United States military expedition which 
left Guantanamo on Thursday landed here 
successfully to-day, after a skirmish with 
the Spanish troops. No Americans were 
killed.

There is a splendid fourteen-foot macad­
amized road leading directly across the 
island to San Juan, on the north shore. 
Such a road as this is very little affected by 
the torrential rain of this eeason, so that it 
might be possible for our troopa, accompani­
ed ae they will be by field artillery, to make 
the march across the seventy miles to San 
Jusn in good time.

Washington, July 26,—General Shafter’a 
report of the American casualties in the 
battle of Santiago haa been received at the 
war department and ia now being prepared 
for publication. The total number of css- 
ualtiea was 1,595. Recapitulated the Am­
erican losses were; Killed, 23 officers and 
208 enlisted men; wounded, 80 officers and 
1,508 enlisted men; missing, 81 men. The 
missing are supposed to be dead.

New Yore, July 23.—A despatch to the 
Herald from Santiago via Port Antonio, 
•ays Great excitement was caused in 
Santiago, to-day, (Thursday,) by a story 
brought in by Cubans that four thousand 
Cuban insurgents composing General Garcia’s 
army for the eastern department of Cuba 
were routed in a fierce engagement with a 
detachment of Spanish troops bonnd for 
Santiago to surrender. In this battle which 
took place at a point several miles to the 
north of this city 400 Cubans were killed, 
the Cubans say, and many more wounded. 
The Spanish loss it Is said, was much smaller.

Nothing happening in this vicinity has 
taken the American officers and troops so 
completely by surprise as this story of 
battle between the Cubans and the 
Spaniards. The American troops had come 
to look upon insurgents as eaters rather 
than as fighters, and they scarcely believed 
the reports that Garcia’s men had lain in 
ambush and had opened the tight by attack­
ing the Spanish troops.

It is not known whether General Garcia 
was aware of the number of the enemy he 
was attacking. If he thought he had en­
countered a email force of Spaniards and 
could overpower them easily, it was a grave 
mistake, apparently. There were at least 
5,000 Spaniards in the body, according to 
the report, and they drove Gsrcia’s men 
into full retreat a few hours after the battle 
began»

When the Cuban general withdrew his 
troops to the mountains, he resolved to 
move on to Ноіоціп about 6Q miles to the 
northwest of Æie city. If the Americans 
would not allow them to wreck vengeance 
on the Spaniards in Santiago, the Cubans 
proposed to storm some other important place 
and take possession of it on their own 
account. It was with this object in view 
that General Garcia withdiew his troops 
from the American lines and refused longer 
to act ae an ally of General Shafter. He 
decided to capture Holquin if possible, and 
to there set up an insurgent government 
making that place the Cuban headquarters 
for the eastern department.

It is not stated how far to the Northwest 
of Santiago General Garcia’s army had pro­
ceeded upon this mission when the Spanish 
troops were encountered. They had been 
marching for many hours, howevet, and 
must have been well started on their 
journey. The Cubans and the Spaniards 
met on the road between Santiago and 
Holquin. The Spaniards, it ie said had 
been gathered from the fortified towns in 
the vicinity, and were proceeding to 
Santiago under the terms of surrender 
agreed to by General Torsi They were 
seeking to carry out in good faith the 
agreement made with General Shafter. 
They were not looking for a fight and were 
caught off their guard.

General Ùaroi», it is said, ordered his 
men to form so that they would be con­
cealed in the chapparrel, hoping to anni­
hilate the first section of the Spanish troops. 
His plans were promptly put into execution, 
bet the Spaniards, quickly recovering from 
the demoralization caused by the opening 
•hots, fought fiercely, and General Garcia’s

An Ottawa despatch of Friday says 

“An order in oouncil will be gazetted to­
morrow changing the legal size limit for 
lobsters taken for export alive from nine to 
ten and a half inches. Tbe regulation reads: 
“From and after the first day of January, 
1899, no one shall export or knowingly 
oateb, bay, sell or have in possession for the 
purpose of exportation or knowingly aid or 
assist, directly or indirectly,in the exporting, 
catching, buying, selling or having in posses­
sion for the purpose of exportation, in or 
from any part of Canada, any live lobster or 
lobsters of lees size than 10$ inches in length 
measuring from head to tail, exclusive of 
claws or feelers.

A special regulation will be promulgated 
prohibiting the catching of lobsters in the 
Bay of Fundy, for any purpose, of a less size 
than 10& inches.”
