German Lloyd steamer Saale, Captain
Blanco, which ' arrived today from
Genca, reports thalt on Sunday last
she picked up ‘a life boat containing
two men of the crew of the ship Marl-
borough. of ‘Windsor, N. S., who prob-
ably are all-that survive of the ship’s
crew of fourteen.
