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FATAL EXPLOSION IN A

FRENCH SUGAR REFINERY

Two Persons Killed and Forty
Two Hurt — Fire Broke
Out and Panic Resulted
Among the 2,400 Employes

B )

PARIS, May 22.—Two persons lost
their lives and forty-two -were injur-
ed as the result of an explosion in the
grinding room of the Say Sugaer Refin-
ery, shortly after work started this
morning. The refinery oceupies a seven
story building near the Orleans railway
depot. The force of the explosion was
tremendous and blew out a'portion of
the: wall on the Rue Dubois side of the
building. Windows were shattered for
several blocks. Fire broke out immed-
fately and added to the panic which
followed among the 2,400 employes of
the factory, many of whom were wo-
men. Most of the injured were crushed
in the rush to escape from the build-
ing.Firemen were quickly on the scene
and estinguished the flames. The in~
jured were removed to hospitals. It
is believed that a spark from a dyn-
amo fired and exploded an accumula~
tion of sugar dust. The loss is placed
at $100,000.

AUSTRALIA'S WELGOME
T0 THE U. S, FLEET

Offical Reception.  Big Parade
Joint Military Display by the
Different States

MBELBOURNE, Australia, May 22—
The official programme for the recep-
tion of the American warships has not
yet been completed.

It is understood that on landing in
Sydney the Commonwealth authorities
will recelve Admiral Sperry and his
chief officers. The party will then be
received by the State authorities and
lster by the civic authorities at the
town hall. An extensive procession has
been asrranged in which the visitors
will be imvited to take part and &
ofrcuitous route will be followed in or-
der to efford an opportunity to aes
many of the citizens as possible to
welcame the Americans.

A reception will follow at Centennial
Park. It is suggested that delegations
from other states should visit Mel-
bourne and Sydney, these to include
military detachments when the mili-
tary display would be an impressive
one.

POLICE INVESTIGATING
CHICAGOD’S LATEST MURDER

The Killing of Robert C. Holmes Not the
Work of Ordinary Thugs

CHICAGO, May 22.—Solution of the
mystery surrounding the murder of
Robert C. Holmes, purchasing agent
for the Commonwealth Fdison Electric
Company, whose body was found in a
down town alley yesterday, will dis-
close, it is thought, the operations of
experts in crime.

 TRAIL OF SILVER

Van Buren Robbers Being
Sought In New Brunswick

They Dynamited the Post Office Safe
Got a Lot of Money and Evidently
Qrossed the River

The post office at Van Buren, Maine,
was, on Wednesday night, entered and
robbed of something like $1,000 in cash
and $200 in stamps. A message to the
Star this morning from St. Leonards,
Madawaska County, gives particulars
of the robbery. It appears that the
Van Buren post office, which is situated
about one thousand yards from the St.
John river at that peint, is not occu-
pled at night, the caretaker living else-
where. On Wednesday night the place
was entered. The thieves, who, judg-
ing from thelr work, were quite pre-
pared for their job, first broke into a
nearby stable and borrowed a number
of heavy buffulo robes. Taking these
into the post office they <drilled four
holes in the safe door and inserted a
charge of dynamite; then the rugs
were wrapped about the safe to dead-
en the noise and the charge was ex-
ploded. The whole front of the safe
was shattered and the door'left hang-
ing by one broken hinge. The men
found mearly $1,000 in addition to the
stamps, a considerable portion of the
money being in silver. They took
everything in sight with the exception
of a small amount of the coin which
they evidently could not carry. The
robbery was discovered early Thurs-
day morning and search was at once
made for the criminals. So far the of-
ficers have not met with much suc-
cess. They have found from the post
office to the bank of the St. John river
what is literally a trail of silver. The
coins_ had been dropped from the
pockets of the men all the way down,
or else the thieves had purposely gcat-
tered them in this way to throw the
police oft the scent. No strangers
crossed by the ferry during Wednes-
day night or Thursday morning, nor
is there anything to show that a
small boat had been taken.

Lusitania Beats All Records on
the Atlantic

A

Now Anchored In the Fog off Sandy Hook
After a Run Averaging 24.83 /
Knots Per Hour

NEW YORK, May 22—Somewhere
out near the Sandy Hook Lightship in
the dense fog bank which las been
hanging over the ocean since yester-
day, the big liner Lusitania is swing-
ing at anchor todey, probably once
mcre the unrivalled Queen of the Seas.
When the giant turbiner shot past
Fire Island at 1.05 this morning at a
speed of nearly thirty miles an hour,
(more than 25 kmnots), and was lost in
the mist, she was carrying a record
of hours faster than ever made before
by a ship on the long trans-Atlantic
highway. Since that ent she has
been as completely lost to view as if
in mid-ocean, but the wireless has told
that she continued her flight over at
least most of the twenty-seven miles
which separated her from her goal. Just
where she was when the wireless was
gent even those on board the steamer
did not know, but on shore it is taken
for granted that Captain Watts made
certain that he had passed the record
line off the Lightship before Iletting
dcwn his anchors. Wherever she is,
there she must remain until the fog
lifts sufficiently to permit her to work
her way cautiously up through the
narrow channels to the hardor and her
dock.

NEW YORK, May 22—Trans-Atlan-
tic records for average speed and for
the shortest trip over the long course
were broken by the Cunard Liner Lu-
sitania which arrived here today. The
big ship anchored off the Sandy Hook
Lightship in a heavy fog at 2.56 this
omrning, just four days, 20 hours and
22 minutes after she passed Daunt's
Rock. This beats the previous time
for the long acurse made by her sister
ship the Mauretania, by three hours
and 37 mins., and is only one hour and
42 minutes longer than the Lusitania’s
record of four days, 18 hours and 40
minutes over the short course.

The Lusitania’s average speed for
the voyage was 24.83 knots and this
i time goes far toward securing for her
owners the British mail subsidy of
$750,000 promised when the Lusitania
and Mauretania each shall have aver-
aged 24.50 knots per hour or better for
a round trip passcge.

ABRAMS MACHINE WORKS,
IN MONCTON BURNED

Tthis Is the Fifth Time the

Firm Has Suffered by Fire

—Blaze Thought fo Have

Been Due to Incendiarism
—Only Smali Insurance

-

MONCTON, N. B., May 22—Fire,
suspected of being of incendiary origin,
was disocvered about two o’clock this
morning in John Abrams “and Sons’
machine shop, Foundry street, and the
building was completely destroyed.
The blaze had gained considerable
headway when it was first discovered
and although the firemmen made a quick
response the building was enveloped
in flames before the department could
get water on it. The flames spread all
through the shops with remarkable
rapidity and it was evident that the
building was doomed. Consaquently the
firemen when once at work, devoted
their efforts to saving the machinery.
Just how the fire originated is a mys-
tery. Theré was no watchman in the
building end the blaze was discovered
by & brakeman in the I. C. R. yard.
There is & susplcion in some quarters
that the fire was the work of an in-
cendlary but of this there is no posi-
tive proof. It appears tha* flre was
discovered in the building earler in
the might but was put ouc without an
alarm having been given. A litile over
& year ago the machine shop, formerly
known as the Weir Foundry but later
operated by the Maritime IIngineering
Company, was burned down, and &
few months afterwards the site and
machinery were purchased by John
Abrams and Sons, who had just com-
pleted the erection of a large two
story factory and stocked it with ma-
chinery.

The loss will be severely felt by Mes-
srs, Abrams. The new building was
erected at a cost in the vicinity of
$4,000 and new machinery was added.
Only yesterday svme new machinery
was put in. The machinery in the
building would probably cost about
$10,000, and it is understood that there
was a small amount of insurance. Fred
Abram said $2,500 was all the insur-
ance he knew of, but might possibly
be more. *Ie was unable to estimate
the loss, being unable at present to
tell to what extent the machinery was
damaged. Messrs. Abrams employed
about .twenty hands, having largely
increasdd their staff since moving into
their new quarters. It is the fifth time
the Abrams concern has been visited
by fire, twice in St. John, in the eight-
ies and twice after removal to Apoha-
qui.
