CANADIAN PORTS. atPORTSMOUTH, Eng., Nov. 20—The 
German Imperial yac-ht Hohenzollern 
entered the harbor at 10.06 a. m. to­
day amidst the salutes of the guns at 
the warships and fonts. The emperor 
and empress and their two sons landed 
at 10.30 and were welcomed by the 
Duke of Connaught, who wore the uni­
form of the German Hussar regiment, 
of which he Is honorary colonel, and 
by various court dignitaries.

When the Hohenzollern loomed in 
sight, escorted by the German battle­
ship Kajser Friedrich III., and a flo­
tilla of eight British torpedo boat de­
stroyers, which met the German ships 
outside Splthead, the British admiral’s 
flagship and eight other battleships, 
gaily bedecked, manned yard and fired 
a royal salute, which was returned by 
the Kaiser Friedrich III. Emperor 
William wore, the uniform of a British 
admiral, and the two young princes 
wore simple sailor boys’ suits. The 
Duke of Connaught, accompanied by 
Admiral Seymour, Gen. Sir Baker Rus­
sell, a number df court functionaries 
and many members of the German 
embassy, boarded the Hohenzollern 
and warm greetings were exchanged 
with the " emperor, empress and prin­
ces. The jetty was crowded with 
privileged spectators, and bunting and 
German and British flags were dis­
played everywhere. The bands played 
German and British national 
Their majesties and highnesses took 
the train for Windsor at 11.30 a. m., 
amid salutes from the warship, bands 
playing and cheers from the crowd.

Eng., Nov. 20.—The 
prince of Wales and the Duke of York 
wore the uniform of the German First 
Queen’s Dragoon Guards. The Prince 
of - Wtales kissed Bmper 
both cheeks, and the 
braced him, while the other royalties 
stood on the platform chatting to­
gether. The Prince of Wales was vis­
ibly gratified by the -reception accord­
ed to the party, and frequently salut­
ed in response to the cheers of the peo­
ple і

The imperial travellers entered the 
waiting room, whence they emerged a 
few minutes later, and, as a royal 
salute was fired, entered the carriage 
in waiting.

The crowds cheered enthusiastically 
and, amid more firing of cannon and 
the strains of the national anthem, 
the imperial party was driven to the 
castle, entering .by the Queen’s private 
entrance. Queen Victoria received the 
imperial travellers graciously,and after 
a few minutes of, affectionate saluta­
tion, the emperor, the Prince of Wales, 
the Duke of Connaught and the Duke 
°f York re-entered the castle quad­
rangle and Inspected the guard.
