ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 27.—One
of the most commanding figures and
far-seeing statesmen of the empire,
whose opinion is of the highest value,
but who has declined to permit. the
use of his name, in conversation with
the Assoclated Pregs today expressed
the distinct conviction that nothing in
the nature of a radical change in the
e¢Xisting order of things would result
trom the

‘The war,” the statesiman said, *is
1+ big interrogation point for Russia.
Her future at home and abroad is in-
voived in the issue. The internal situ-
ation is very complicated. The action
of the Zemstvo representatives is a
sympton: of the disease fromm which
Russia suffers, but these few men
have not necessarily made a correct
diagnosis or offered the true remedy.
Theirs is in no sense the verdict of the
people, but only the opinion of a class.
Che real representatives of the Rus-
sians, could they assemble -and could
they argue, would probably enunciate
a programme quite as repugnant to
the Zemstvoists as to the supporters
>f the present programme. The men
who assembled here last week do not
propose true representative govern-
ment. They would really substitute
the role of class autocracy for imperial
autocracy. The Russian peasant, who
represents four-fifths of the population,
with his inbern sense of devotion to
the emperor, would doubtless prefer
the latter to the former. Were I a
minister and working for the good of
the country I should prefer to obey
the mandates of the emperor to those
of a bogus parliament professing to
speak by authority of the people. If
Zemstvo-elected representatives should
sit in the council of the empire they
would be equally as spurious as repre-
sentatives of the people. Neither the
country nor ‘the people are prepared
for true . representative government.
Anarchy would take the place of gov-
ernment and the empire weuld crumble
to pleces. So far as the programme
of the Zemstvoists'is concerned, T am
sure neither the emperor nor the gov-
ernment believe in it, but that does
not mean that liberalism 1is to end.
The policy represented by Von Plehve,
in my opinion, can never return.
Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky is a courage-
o6us, sincere man and stands for a
broad and liberal policy, but a consti-
tution now is out of the question. I
will not discuss what may occur in the
future, but I repeat everything de-
pends on the war.

“Its outcome will determine whether
there will be a crisis and its char-
acter. Japan, I bélieve, would now
welcome peace and so would Russia
also, but I cannot see how it {s pos-
sible for them to come to terms.
Therefore the war must go on. When
it ends an answer to all these ques-
tions will come.”

GHEATED GALICIANS.

The Liberal Machine Was
Worked in the West.

And Every Possible Dodge Was Used

to Steal Votes.

-«

The belated election in the division

- Of ‘Mackenzie is reported to have been’

a great picnic. Following is part of
the testimony of the head of the con-
Servative organization at Yorkton:

There were at least a dozen Galician
interpreters and as for land officers,
the entire staff of the dominion lands
office at Kaminista was concerned,
consisting of filve or six men, three-
fourths of their time being put in na-
tionalizing Galicians. Eveén the steno-
grapher was taken over to the liberal
committee roomns where he worked for
the liberal agent. A land agent also
acted as liberal scrutineer. It is not
too much to say that for two weeks
preceding  the election in Mackeanzie,
every one of the 52 polling divisions
contained government officials working
for the return of the liberal.candidates.
Four Lutheran priests of the independ-
ent church:and two who are working
on fields supported by the Presbyter-
ians were alsa enlisted. Money and
whiskey were effectively circulated, as
the result shows.

““The illegalities in connection with
the making, postirg and amending
the voters’ lists were practised to an
extreme extent. For example, the
lists are completed by the enumera-
tors two days before the election, and
for this purpose the enumerators call-
ed Sunday a full day, the election be-
ing on a Tuesday, electors whose names
were left off being thus reduced to a
single day in which to make their ap-
plications. During that single day, the
enumerator had to be hunted for every-
where before he could be found, and
was finally found in the liberal com-
mittee rooms. At Yorkton, 46 conser-
vative names were eventually left off,
and none of these were eventually al-
lowed to vote. The list when posted
contained 44 names. When it came to
be used for voting purposes; the names
had increased in some mysterious way
to 120, and all of them were pollad.

‘““Besides this stuffing of the list, an-
other species of stuffing was practised.
Scrutineers’: certifidates “can be issued
under the law, hit must be  signed
first” by ‘the enumerator, who certifles
that the person named has a vote on
a certain list, and afterward by the
candidate or agent,who names the poll
at which the scrutineer is to offciate.
The enumerators, however signed cer-
tificates in blank, which were issued in
great batches to the liberal agents,
and could be filled up by anybody
with any names at all. Dozens of these
blanks were used, and they were float-
ing all around Yorkton. The result
was that dozens of spurious votes
were thus cast by persons whose
names were not on the list at all.

“Another feature that reflects small
credit on the liberals was their use of
spurious bills for the bribing of the
Galicians. One hotel man showed me
about $500 face value of such bills
that he regeived from Galicians the
day after the election, when they tried
to realize on them, belleving them to
be money. All the merchants were
tendered such supposed money by the
Galiclans, and, refusing to accept it,
were informed that their store would
lose its trade with these people. The
Galicians, now, however, see whom to
blame, and they are very sore. I am
informed that the same sort of spuri-
ous money was circulated among the
Galicians of Marquette.”

ILLEGAL BALLOT BOXES

Used In Nerth Riding of Cape Breton.

HALIFAX, N, S, Nov. 28.—A poli-
tical sensation has developed in con-
nection with the recent federal elec-
tion in north riding of Cape Breton
where John McCormack, conservative,
and D. D. MacKenzie, liberal, were can-
didates. It appears that the Lallot
box used at the polling booth at Grand
Narrows was illegal. Should the count
be thrown out, McCormack will be
elected the member for the riding. The
illegality of the box arises from its
having no slot as the law provides and
in consequence of which the lid had
to be left partly open in order to have
ballots deposited. The cover of the
box was arranged so that half of it
opened on hinges while the other half
was intact. To provide against any
one putting ballots in except the re-
turning officer, the lid was closed drwn
save the small aperture which was
held open with a small piece of stick.
This arrangement was agreed upon by
agents of the respective candidates,
though agents for McCormack took ex-
ception to the legality of the box. Mac-
Kenzie carried the district by 73 of a
majority and was declared elected
member for the riding by 64 majority.

CALAIS, Me.,, Nov. 26—The shipping
of deer from New Brunswick is pro-
hibited by law, but a C. P. R. man
found a means of evading the law and
incidentally lining his pockets with
gold. He procured, from the surveyor
general of New Brunswick a permit
to ship one deer to a friend in the
states, but he didn’t stop at that, deer
after deer passing through Vanceboro
from the province without an owner
anywhere -in evidence. Chief Warden
Geo. W. Ross became suspicious of the
affalr and concluded that there was
something wrong about the whole
business. He started an investigation
to satisfy himself that the deer came
from the province, which resulted
Thursday in the exposure of the whole
affair and in a lively overhauling of
the interested parties at McAdam
Junction. The deer were purchased by
the railroad man at a point on his run,
were conveyed to McAdam, where
they were expressed to Boston. Evi-
dently the express. agent at McAdam
was not of a suspicious turn of mind,
for the fact that one man was mak-
ing regular shipments of deer didn’t
appear to him as a thing worthy of
mention; at least when questioned on
Thursday by the irate officials he stat-
ed that he thought the railroad man
had a right under the permit to ship
all the game which passed through his
office. It is stated that fully forty
deer were exported and sold under the
permit issued for one deer, and the
chances are that if Warden Ross had
not taken the matter up, half the deer’
in eastern New Brunswick would have
found their way into Boston by the
end of the season. The promoter of
this enterprise purchased the deer for
six cents a pound, and sold them read-
ily at 12 cents a pound, which left him
a handsome profit on each carcass
shipped. .
