Half a dozen special
deputies returned the fire and it is
claimed that several of the mob were
hit and at once carried away by oth-
ers in the 'crowd.

Reinforcements from Depew and
Buffalo arrived at the scene of the
battle after the shooting had been
going on about twepty minutes, the
mob firing from behind trees and sign
boards and the several deputies ghoot-
ing from the windows.

Ottawa, Mar. 23.—It has been the
practice at Ottawa to keep religion out
of politics. The leading men on both
sides of the house adhere strictly to
this custom, but sometimes some silly
back-bencher raises the issue. Geo. W.
Kyte, of Richmond, and R, E. Pdoulx,
of Prescott, two of the Catholic mem-
bers transgressed this unwritten law
tonight and made an attack upon the
government's treatment of ' A, J.
O’Brien, former law clerk of the Com-
mons, Mr. Proulx putting it bluntly
that if O'Brien did not get another ap
pointment when he was dismissed as
law clerk there would have been
trouble with all the Orange lodges in
the country. Mr. Proulx also describ-
ed O'Brien, who bhappens to be an
Orangeman, althouRh few knew it un-
til it was mentioned in the house this
evening as a fanatic and a bigot.

The affair has caused a good deal of
annoyance on both sides of the house,
the general regret being that religion
should be introduced into the debate.

Hon, C. J. Doherty, who
made the appointment of O'Brien to
his own department, is a Catholic
himself.

they did not directly say so, was due
to misconstruction of the government’s
plans by the commanding general, Sir
Arthur Paget, whereby he informed
the ofticers in Ireland that they were
to move on Ulster for a repressive
campaign,

General Paget and three senior offi-
cers from the Curragh camp-—General
Gough, Col. McEwan, and Col, Park-
er—were summoned to London for a
conference. According to official state-
ments the misunderstanding has been
cleared away and these officers return
ed to Ireland tonight. Prior to their
departure, they said they were entire.
ly satisfled with the results of their
visit. The terms on which the officers
remain at their posts were not'disclos
ed but the general belief is that they
were assured that they would not be
compelled to fight against the Ulster-
men. This is considered a distinct
surrender by the government,

Lord Morley, of Blackburn, explain-
ed in the house that he did not think,
in . the interests of the efficiency of
the army, that all that transpired in
the army council should be made pub-
lic, and that the King approved the
orders to the officers to return.

King Favored Compromise?

The part the King played in the cris.
is has not been disclosed. Army offi-
cers address their resignations to “His
Majesty,” and the report is that the
King insisted that the resignations
in the present instances should not be
accepted and used his influence with
the . cabinet for ‘a compromise with
the army,

The Unionists firmly belleve that
the government has participated in a
fiasco. They think that the two most
enterprising spirits of the cabinet,
David Lloyd-George and Winston
Churchill, were the chi® movers in
the plan, and that the government pro-
posed a wholesale movement of troops
into Ulster to over-awe the covenan-
ters by the display of superior forces
and the arrest of their leaders, and
that the plan was frustrated only by
the opposition of the officers.

The future of the home rule bill is
wrapped in clouds. No declarauona of

the Unionist view, and the covenan-
ters of Ulster have won their fight.

Inquiry Completed and”Results

LAST SEEN ALIVE AT
-- REBEL LEADER’S HOUSE.

No Immediate Action by British

Government but Reckoning|™

to Come When Peace is Re-
stored in Mexico,

Washington, March 23--The inguiry
into the death of the Scotchman, Ben-
ton, five weeks ago in Juarez, direct
ed by the British Foreign Office, has
been comcluded and today the results
were laid before the British ambassa-
dor here for transmission to Landon.
The investigation was conducted by
C. E. 8. Perceval, the British consul
at Galveston, whose district includes
the town of El Paso, opposite Juarez.

Originaly crdered to El Paso to co
operate with the commission appoint-
ed by Secrelary Bryan to inquire into
the Benton case, Mr. Perceval, finding
commission was
helpless to act as the result of the re-
fusal of the rebel leaders to allow
them to exhume and examine the
dead body, conducted an investigation
on his own account. He employed such
agents as he thought necessary, and
secured a mass of testimony bearing
upon Benton’s death. Much of this was
collected in secret, because of the
fear of the witness of punishment at
the hands of the = Constitutionalist
leaders, and for the reason not even
the names of the witnesses will be
given publicity at this time.

Necessarily the evidence as to what
actually took place in Villa's head-
quarters at Juarez, where Benton was
last seen alive, was meagre. Most, if
not all, the eye-witnesses were officers
and privates under Villa's command
who are now with the general down
in the interior of Mexico. Some of
them are men whose names were giv-
én in the first report on Benton's
death by Villa himself as having been
witnesses before a court martial which
was sald to have tried and convicted
Benton,

The testimony quoted by the consul
makes it appear that Benton was un-
armed when he entered Juarez and
gought Villa’s headquarters, that he
entered Villa's office, that there was a
tremendous scuffle, followed By per-
fect quiet. No witness could be found
who heard the sound of a shot. Ben-
ton did not emerge from that office
alive, but where and when his body
was removed the report does not dis-
close.

According to the British view noth-
ing further can be done in the case
at this stage.

No immediate action is expected at
the British embassy as a result of the
report, but it was recalled today that
Sir Edward Grey in his last statement
to the Housge of Commons upon the
Benton case made it plain there must
be a heavy reckoning for this killing
of a British subject and that the debt-
or would be the future permanent gov-
ernment of Mexico.

WINNIPEE
VISITED BY
SERIDUG FIRE

Total Loss Placed at $250,000
—Elevator Collapsed, Sev-
eral Have Narrow Escape.

Winnipeg, March 23.—Fire broke
out late this afternon in the Scott
block, Main street, valued at $115,000
carrying Insurance of $55,000.

AMERICAN TROOPS
AND FEDERALS CLASH.

Constitutionalists Attacked by
Federals Sought Refuge on
American Side—U. S. Cav-
alry Troop Returned Fire.

Juarez, Mar. 23.—The battle of Tor-
reon opened at one o'clock this after-
noon, according to an official despatch
recelved here by General Chao, milis
tary governor of the state of Chihua.
hua, and signed General Fransico Vil

“I have just begun attack on Gomea
Palacio and wil Itake it tonight,” was
the substance of the message. It was
filed at El Verjel, a village five miles
north of Gomez Palacio. The latter
city is a suburb of Torreon three
miles distant and connected by a
street car line

The message made no mention of
an attack on Lerdo, 'a*nearby manu-
facturing city.

Gomez Palacio, a railroad center of
importance, lies on a plain, but it is
commanded by a mountain called Cer-
ro La Pila. The heights, according to
recent reports, were fortified by the
Federals, and it is assumed General
Villa’s attack opened with a shelling
of the Federal position on its rugged
slopes.

American and Federale Clash,

San Antonio, Texas, Mar. 28-—The
army authorities at Fort Sam Hous-
ton, San Antonio, today confirmed the
reports’ of firlng across the Rio
Grande yesterday between American
soldiers and the Mexican Federals,
near Del Rio, Texas. Officers at Fort
Sam Houston assert that while they
have no details of the encounter, a
brief bulletin was received late today
confirming the news despatched from
Eagle Pass. Whether any Mexicans
were killed was not known, .and de-
tails will not be received uatil late to-
night, they said. °

Eagle Pass, Texas, Mar. 33—Ameri-
can soldiers and Mexican federals eu-
gaged in a battle yesterday at McGee
Crossing, three miles above Del Rio,
on the Rio Grande, in which several
federal soldiers art reported killed. A
patrol from E troop of the Fourteentb
Cavalry returned the fire of the Mexi
cans across the Rio Grande and for
ten minutes the shooting continued
One of the Americans was injured.

Forty Constitutionalist soldiers haq
been cut off by the fedrals on the riv-
er bank. After fighting for nearly
half an hour the Constitutionalista
tried to cross the river and surrender
to the American troops. The federals
continued firing at the Constitution
alists in the water and even after they
had reached the American bank and
surrendered.

The commander of the American
cavalrymen signalled repeatedly for
the fedrals to cease firing but his sig-
nals were disregarded. Finally he or
dered his meén to return the fire. A
number of federals were carried away
after the firing ceased. Col. Sibley
has ordered one troop of cavalry from
Fort Clarke and the machine gun pla-
toon from Eagle Pass *to proceed to
Del Rio.
