Captain of British Steamer
Who Resisted Submarine
Attack is Made Lieuten-
ant of Royal Naval Re-

serve.

London, April 9 (817 p.m.)—The
government's intention to encourage
merchantmen to resist or dodge sub-
marine attacks is emphasized by an
official announcement today that Cap-
tain John Richard Green, of the stea-
mer Vosges, which was sunk off the
Cornish coast on March by the
shell fire of a German submarine, has
been granted a commission as lieu-
tenant in the Royal Naval Reserve
and awarded the Distinguished Ser-
vice Cross. The other officers of the
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corner of Wall street and Paradise
Row, pleaded the same excuse, and
their case will also bé taken up on
Monday.

BEV. E. P. FLEWELLING
DIES AT GRANBROCK, 8.
NATE. OF THIS PROVINGE

Born at Clifton, N. B, in
1846—Had long and ac-
tive career im ministry
here and in Western Can-

ada.

The Rev. Ernest P. Flewelling, third
son of the late Hon. W, P. and Esther
A. (Merritt) Flewelling, of Clifton, N.
B., died suddenly of heart failure on

the 26th of March, at Cranbrook,
British Columbia.
Mr. Flewelling, born at Clifton,

1846, in early life, was associated with
his father in shipbuilding business;
later he taught school in various
places in this province; then studied
for the ministry under the Rev. H. H,
Barber, at Newcastle, and was ordain-
ed deacon in 1878, priest in 1881, by
the Right Rev. John Medley, Bishop of
Fredericton.

His first field of labor for the church
was at Bay du Vin, where he had
charge from 1878 to '81.
