The Bank 
of France is exceedingly strong, and 
gold is not necessary except for pay­
ments abroad. Russia does not re­
quire to add to her great stock, for in­
ternally the bank note is everywhere 
received, and the Issue of new bank 
notes has been on an enormous scale. 
Everything points to cheaper discounts 
and to an unexampled accumulation of 
gold in London.

The London Statist says in part re­
garding Bank of England statement of 
Sept, 3: "Other” securities at £121,- 
826,692 (on Sept. 17, £113,792,000) in­
creased for the week £11,916,022, or 
10.9 per cent., and in six weeks stnce 
July 22 increased £88,187,692, or 262.4 
per cent.

‘Other’’ or private deposits at £133-, 
818,826 (now £135,042,000) increased 
for the week £9,926,167. or 8 per cent; 
for six weeks £91,633.826 or 217.1 per 
cent. Failure of the joint banks to 
fulfil functions for which they exist 
forced the government to proclai 
moratorium and the Bank of England 
to undertake restoring order in money.

Coin and bullion are £ 47,772,712
