and sewerage, $3,184.41; public safe-
ty, $765.08; treasury department,
$408.91,

He reported payments for the
month of January amounting to §63,-
946.91. The report was adopted.

THe commissioner of public works
recommended:

That he be authorized to sell three
of the department horses and to pur-
chase three others to take their
places, payments for the same to be
made out of the appropriation for
street plant, repairs and rénewals,
