One of this country's diplomaitic

Sir James Lougheed, moving secona
reading, said the amendments were m-
tended to give effect to the govern-
ment’'s promise of a bonus and to
make increased salaries retroactive to
April 1919,

Senator Bostock, opposiiion leader,
sald the country was suffering hare
ship from the way the Civil Service
was being administered. The loss or
expert technical officers had become a
serious matter.

Senator Fowler said that evidence
given before a Senate Committee
showed that highly technical officers
were compelled to leave the service
because of poor pay. The whole trow
ble was due to the employment of so-
called experts from Chicago instead
of more capable men here in Canada.

Senator Roibertson explained that
the amendments before the 'House
were simply to implement promises
made in good faith to the Civil Ser
vice. ¥
