But the moose has not angry thoughts
in his biain, He i filled with an intense
desire to find his mate and as in this
condition his evesight is defective, he fol-
lows every living thing that presents
iteelf to see if it is a cow. T have backed
away slowly and thus led a moose to foy-
low me for an eighth of a mile. Just think
of the story of killing a bull moose undet
such conditions, The act is a monstroug
one. .

Practically you cannot “call” moose in
Alaine today. We have lived under both
systems and find that shutting out calling
is a great step towards the preservation
of moose. With our season opening Oct.
1, we were practically killing moose as
early as Sept. 20. \Calling a nloose or
having a moose respond to your call con-
stitutes one of the most exciting experi-
ences a sportsman can desire, and I do
not wonder men iwill pay a large figure
for the opportunity to try their hand at
calling.

Early in the season the moose respond
readily, but later on they get wearier, and
it tests a man's skill to get a moose after
Oct. 15. It is a battle of brains—yours
against his, but after you, by the call,
have allured your animal into the open
on the other side of a stream, to shoot
him there is very much like shooting a
neighbor’s cow in its pasture. It is not
true sportsmanship. You have only got
